Indian Maritime University inaugurated in Chennai

Govt nod for coal, iron-ore
berths at Paradip Port
Paradip, January 4

The government on Friday
approved projects for con-
struction of deep draught iron-
ore and coal berths at Paradip
Port on build-operate-transfer
(BOT) basis with a total esti-
mated cost of Rs 1,070.36
crore. The Cabinet Commit-
tee on Economic Affairs
(CCEA) gave its nod to the
project for coal berth at the
Port with an estimated cost of
Rs 479.10 crore, out of which
Rs 408.90 crore would be
borne by the BOT operator
while the rest of Rs 70.80
crore will be contributed by
the Paradip Port Trust.

The CCEA also approved
the project for the iron-ore
berth to be constructed at the
Port with an estimated cost of
Rs 591.35 crore out of which

and the UPA government has
made it reality today. He also
highlighted the major projects
and achievements of the UPA
regime in the State.

The Union shipping min-
ister, Mr T R Baalu, said that
longing and yearning of our
maritime community has
been fulfilled with the birth of
IMU. Further, he disclosed
that the university has tied up

with Dalian Maritime University
for MBA in port management,
with Shanghai Maritime Univer-
sity and Antwerp University for
MBA in international transpor-
tation and logistics manage-
ment, with University of Malta
for a degree in maritime law
and with Delft University, Neth-
erlands for a degree course in
dredging.

The IMU is the first-of-its-
kind central university set up
by the Department of Shipping
through an Act of Parliament.
Headquartered in Chennai,
the university will have re-
gional centres in Mumbai,
Kolkata and Visakhapatnam,
he said.

Mr A P V N Sarma, Secre-
tary Shipping said that the
dream of the maritime commu-
nity has come true. Now with
a setting up of IMU, the coun-
try which has a rich maritime
heritage, 12 major ports and
more than 200 non major ports
could provide efficient, tal-
ented and skilled manpower to
the marine sector, he re-
marked.

Union Minister of State for
Statistics and Programme

Implementation Mr
G.K.Vasan, Mr Naganathan
of Planning Commission also
spoke

A souvenir was released
on this occasion by the Chief
Minister. Earlier, Mr P
Vijayan, Director of the Na-
tional Maritime Academy
(Chennai) who was also the
Vice Chancellor of IMU wel-
comed the gathering.

Situated at Uthandi, on
the East Coast Road in the
city, the IMU will begin its first
academic year in June 2009.
Both the University and the
campus were being set up at
a cost of Rs 245 crore. Mari-
time studies, research and
extension work with focus on
emerging areas of studies in-
cluding marine science and
technology and marine envi-
ronment will be promoted by
the university and it would
also offer solutions to the
bottlenecks faced by training
institutes and colleges in the
maritime sector for university
affiliation. The University would
be on the patterns of the World
Maritime University (WMU) in
Malmo, Switzerland.

Rs 506.25 crore will be in-
vested by the the operator
while the rest of the Rs 85.10
crore would be arranged by
the port trust.

"The project (coal berth) is
to be implemented within a
period of 36 months from the
date of award of the conces-
sion," science and technol-
ogy minister Kapil Sibal said.

The project for the iron-ore
berth is to be completed
within a similar time period
from the date of the award of
the concession.

The construction of the
coal and iron-ore berths will
help in de-congestion of the
port due to handling of coal
in higher capacity vessels up
to 1,25,000 DWT. It will also
reduce sea freight, the min-
ister said.

Failure to strictly comply with the condi-

tions, subject to fulfillment of which the exemption is granted,

might lead to action, both under the Customs Act, 1962, and

Foreign Trade (Development and Regulation) Act, 1992. The

goods in respect of which the exemption has been availed

are liable to confiscation in terms of Section 111(o) of the

Customs Act; and the person concerned, liable to penalty

under section 112(a)/112(b) ibid, besides the duty and in-

terest being demanded, in terms of section 28 of the Cus-

toms Act. The person concerned exposes himself for penal

action under the Foreign Trade (Development and Regula-

tion) Act, 1992.

The conditions laid down in the above said notification

are that (i) the advance authorization must contain the de-

scription, value, and the quantity of materials allowed for

import, and it should be produced at the time of clearance

of the goods before the proper officer of customs for debit;

(ii) if the import takes place after fulfillment of the export

obligation, the authorization shall carry necessary endorse-

ment of the shipping bill number(s) and the FOB value of

the resultant product; (iii) the importer must execute nec-

essary bond with surety or security undertaking to pay the

duty leviable on the goods, but for the exemption; (iv) the

imports/exports must take place through one of the ports/

airports/land customs stations specified in the notification;

(Commissioner of Customs may permit import/export

through any other port subject to such conditions as he

may impose by a special order or general notification); (v)

the export obligation must be fulfilled within the time pe-

riod allowed, and the evidence of discharge of export obli-

gation has to be produced to the satisfaction of the proper

officer of customs. The materials imported against the au-

thorization cannot be transferred or sold till the export ob-

ligation is fulfilled. However, after the export obligation is

fulfilled, the unutilized materials can be sold or transferred

to others, subject to actual user condition. When the au-

thorization is issued to a merchant exporter, the name and

address of the supporting manufacturer will find endorsed

therein, and both the merchant exporter and the manufac-

turer will have to jointly execute the bond, binding them-

selves to comply with the conditions of the notification. The

main condition and the emphasis is on fulfillment of export

obligation. Particularly, where the exports are to take place

subsequent to the imports, the holder of the authorization,

and the supporting manufacturer, (in case of exports by

merchant exporters), must fulfill the export obligation. Oth-

erwise, they may be in for trouble. The goods would be li-

able for confiscation; the person(s) concerned liable for

penalty. The duty along with interest has to be paid.

Similar conditions are found in notification 94/2004-cus.,

dt., 10.9.2004, as amended, in respect of the authorization

issued for annual requirements of the inputs. These authori-

zations are issued for an export product group, specifying the

CIF value of imports permitted and the FOB value of export

obligation to be achieved. These authorizations are valid for

import of any inputs required for the manufacture of the export

product, which is covered under the said export product group

specified in the Hand Book of Procedures, of the Foreign Trade

Policy. The facility to procure the inputs from Private Bonded

Warehouse is also available. Advance Authorisation interme-

diate licence holder will have to discharge the export obliga-

tion by supplying the  products to the ultimate exporter of the

finished product.

 It may also be mentioned here that, in terms of the bond

executed, the duty will be demanded at any time, for failure

to fulfill the export obligation. A number of judicial pro-

nouncements are available in support of this; one such judg-

ment (though under the EPCG scheme) delivered by the

Ahmedabad Bench of the Appellate Tribunal reported in

2008 (231) E.L.T. 641 (Tri.-Ahmd) may be cited here

wherein, the Appellate Tribunal have held that at the time

of importation, the appellants having executed the bond and

undertaken to pay the duty in case they fail to fulfill the

export obligation, the Department was right in demanding

the duty, along with interest, and encashing the bank guar-

antee to realize the amounts. It is therefore absolutely nec-

essary to ensure export of the resultant product within the

time permitted, produce proof and get the bond discharged

and avoid facing the penal consequences.
