The holders of Advance Authorisation and Advance Au-
thorisation for Annual requirements will have to fulfill the
prescribed export obligation within the permitted time. How-
ever, in cases of bonafide default in fulfilling the export ob-
ligation, the failure can be regularized in the following man-
ner. The failure may be in achieving the quantity or value or
both. If the failure is in terms of quantity, that is, where the
exports satisfy the prescribed limit in terms of value, but not
in terms of quantity, then, the customs duty on unutilized
value of the imported/indigenously procured materials will
have to be paid, along with interest. In addition, an amount
equivalent to 3% of the CIF value of unutilized imported
materials has also to be paid.

If the short fall is on account of value only, no penalty
will be imposed, provided the minimum value addition is
achieved. But, in addition to the short fall in value, if the
minimum value addition has also not been achieved, then,
an amount equal to 1% of the short fall in FOB value has to
be paid. If the shortfall is both in terms of quantity and value,
then the payment of duty and other amounts as applicable
in respect of both types mentioned above will have to be
paid. As earlier said, this facility is available only if the fail-
ure is on account of bonafide reasons. It will not apply to
deliberate violations.

In case the exporter feels that he will not be able to fulfill
the export obligation, and if he has not made any imports
against the advance authorization, then he has the option
of getting the authorization cancelled.

On completion of exports and fulfillment of the export
obligation, the bond executed with the authorities can be
redeemed. The officers of DGFT are alone competent to
decide whether the export obligation has been fulfilled or
not. Hence, the Regional Authority will issue a letter to the
customs authorities at the port of registration, indicating
shipping bill number(s), and the description of export prod-
uct in respect of shipments which were taken into account
for the purpose of deciding the question of fulfillment of ex-
port obligation. The customs authorities are required to can-
cel/redeem the bank guarantee/letter of undertaking within
30 days of issue of the Export Obligation Discharge Certifi-
cate by the Regional Authority.

As the scheme is linked to achieving the minimum value
addition, it is necessary to maintain records in the prescribed

proforma, showing the description and quantity of the mate-
rials imported, locally procured, their consumption etc. These
records are required to be sent to the Regional Authority at
the beginning of the licensing year, in respect of the licences
redeemed in the previous licensing year. These records are
to be preserved for a minimum period of 3 years.

Even though the customs will normally go by the certifi-
cate issued by the Regional Authority, nothing prevents the
customs authorities from questioning the correctness of any
declarations made in the documents presented to them.
Ofcourse, they may not resort to checking every consign-
ment; but based on intelligence or specific information, the
customs can always undertake necessary investigation.

Export products will have to compete in the international
market. This is possible only if they are of very good quality.
Again, supply schedule has to be maintained. Two important
factors which establishes the credibility of an exporter, are
the quality of the products and the punctuality in keeping to
the delivery schedule. The foreign buyer is conscious of these
two factors, and any failure will have adverse implications.
One of the essential requirements is proper machinery, that
is, capital goods. One cannot afford to achieve the desired
results by keeping out -dated machines. On the other hand
possession of modern machinery, with upto date technology
will, not only yield quality product, but will also produce more
quantity in a given time. Realising this vital requirement, the
Government have formulated a scheme which allows import
of capital goods, at a concessional rate of customs duty. This
scheme provides for substantial technological upgradation
of the existing machinery, as well. Even spares (including
refurbished/reconditioned spares), tools, spare refractories
and catalyst for existing plant and machinery are allowed to
be imported. This scheme, known as the Export Promotion
Capital Goods scheme, (EPCG), allows import of capital
goods at concessional customs duty, subject to export of the
goods manufactured using such goods to the extent pre-
scribed, and within the period allowed. This scheme takes
care of the specific needs and characteristics of the different
sectors, like SSI, Agro units, units in cottage or tiny sector,
retail sector and so on. The facility of imports under this
scheme is also available to execution of project, under the
Projects Imports scheme notified by the Central Board Of
Excise and Customs.
