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EXPORT PROMOTION SCHEMES

Part 12

The Foreign Trade Policy, in para-
graph 9.12, defines 'capital goods' as,
'any plant, machinery, equipment or
accessories required for manufacture
or production, either directly or indi-
rectly, of goods or for rendering serv-
ices, including those required for re-
placement, modernization, technologi-
cal upgradation or expansion. It also
includes packaging machinery and
equipment, refractories for initial lin-
ing, refrigeration equipment, power
generating sets, machine tools, cata-
lysts for initial charge, equipment and
instruments for testing, research and
development, quality and pollution
control. Capital goods may be for use
in manufacturing, mining, agriculture,
aquaculture, animal husbandry, flori-
culture, horticulture, pisciculture, poul-
try, sericulture, and viticulture as well
as for use in services sector.' The cus-
toms notification 97/2004-cus, dated
17.9.04 governing the exemption to
the goods imported under the EPCG
scheme also adopts the above defini-
tion. It may be seen that the definition
is very wide, covering the entire
gamut. What is more important to note
is that the capital goods imported un-
der this scheme may be used in pro-
duction of the goods or rendering serv-
ice even indirectly. Similarly, goods
meant for replacement, moderniza-
tion, technological upgradation, and
expansion are eligible to be imported
availing the benefit of this scheme.

Recently, by notification
136/2008-cus, dated 24-12-08, the
scope of coverage of the scheme has
been extended to Common Service
Providers. As per this notification, capi-
tal goods and spare parts of goods
actually imported and required for
maintenance of capital goods so im-
ported, assembled, or manufactured
are exempt from customs duty in ex-
cess of 3% advalorem, and the whole
of additional duty of customs leviable
under section 3 of the Customs Tariff
Act,1975, when specifically claimed by
the importer. In other words, the im-
porter has to make a claim seeking
exemption from the additional cus-
toms duty; he has to make the claim

while filing the bill of entry. Otherwise,
the customs may not automatically
extend the exemption from the addi-
tional customs duty, commonly known
as CVD. However, if the additional
duty is paid, it will reduce the export
obligation correspondingly, provided
no Cenvat credit of the additional duty
is taken. The notification dated 24-12-
08 referred above contains the condi-
tions which are to be satisfied. The im-
ported goods must be covered by a
valid licence issued under this scheme
to the Common Service Providers
designated by the D.G.F.T. or the De-
partment of Commerce in Towns of
Export Excellence. The licence must
mention the details of the users of the
said capital goods and the quantum
of the Export Obligation which each
user would fulfill. In order to ensure
this, the Common Service Provider
and each user will have to execute a
bond with the customs authorities
binding themselves to fulfill the export
obligation fixed by the Regional Au-
thority  within 8 years from the date of
issue of the licence. "Towns of Export
Excellence" is also defined as the se-
lected towns producing goods of
Rs.1000 crores or more based on
potential for growth in exports. In
Handloom, Handicraft, Agriculture and
fisheries sector, the above limit is
Rs.250 crores.  This is a beneficial
measure, and the Common Service
Providers designated or certified as a
common service provider by the
D.G.F.T or the Department of Com-
merce in such selected towns can
import the capital goods which can be
made use of by all the users whose
name figure in the authorization issued
by the Regional Authority. This saves
each user the botheration of invest-
ing in the capital goods, and following
the further procedures. The agro units
and units in tiny and cottage sector are
given the further advantage of achiev-
ing the export obligation in a period of
12 years from the date of issue of the
authorization. Even the export obliga-
tion is fixed at a lower level of 6 times
the duty saved or such higher sum as
may be fixed by the licensing author-

ity. The agro units located in Agri Ex-
port Zone or service providers in the
Agri Export Zone are also given the
facility of moving the capital goods
within the Agri Export Zone under inti-
mation to the jurisdictional Deputy
Commissioner or Assistant Commis-
sioner of Central Excise. Accurate
record of such movements must be
kept.

One of the main conditions of the
EPCG scheme relates to fulfillment of
the prescribed export obligation. The
scheme prescribes different quantum
for different sectors, to be achieved in
different lengths of period. Normal
quantum is 8 times the duty saved to
be achieved in 8 years; in respect of
agro units and units in cottage or tiny
sector, it is 6 times the duty saved, to
be fulfilled in 8 years. However, if the
duty saved is Rs.100 crores or more,
the period prescribed is 12 years. The
customs notification lays the condition
that, where the period to fulfill the ex-
port obligation is 8 years, 50% of the
export obligation has to be fulfilled in
the first block period of 1to6 years; the
balance in 7th to 8th year. Where the
period allowed is 12 years, then 50%
to be achieved in the block period of
1st to 10th year and the balance 50%
in the 11th to 12th year.

The conditions prescribed in the
customs notification will have to be
strictly complied with, to avoid pe-
nal consequences. This can be well
demonstrated by reference to a
judgment of the CESTAT, West
Zonal Bench, Ahmedabad reported
in 2008 (224) E.L.T.104 (Tri-Ahm).
In this case, the imported capital
goods was not installed in the ap-
pellant's factory, but in their labora-
tory. Since the goods were not in-
stalled in the factory premises, as
per one of the conditions of the no-
tification, duty demanded by the cus-
toms was upheld. The Bench ob-
served that examination of the avail-
ability of the exemption under the
customs notification is the job of the
customs officers, and no one  can
dilute the conditions.
