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T.R. Baalu reviews Progress of Projects at all Major Ports

New Delhi, January 27

The Union Minister of
Shipping, Road Trans-
port & Highways Thiru.
T.R. Baalu, in a meeting
with the Chairmen of all
Major Ports, reviewed
the progress of the ongo-
ing projects in all the
Major Ports of the coun-
try. During the course of
the review, the Minister
discussed the status of
projects vis-a-vis the
constraints being faced
by the Ports in their
implementation.

Some of the important
projects where the work
is in full swing are the
Rs.1,300-crore Offshore
Container Terminal at
Mumbai Port, Rs.2,118-
crore International Con-
tainer Transshipment
Terminal at Cochin Port,
Rs.495-crore Second
Container Terminal at
Chennai Port, Rs.488-
crore Iron Ore Terminal,
Rs.399-crore Coal Termi-
nal and Rs.249-crore
Marine Liquid Terminal at
Ennore Port. The other
projects that are in pipe-
line are the Deep Draft
Iron Ore and Coal Termi-
nal at Paradip Port,
Stand-Alone Container
Handling Facility at
Jawaharlal Nehru Port,
Second Container Termi-
nal at Tuticorin Port, four
Multipurpose  Berth
Projects at Kandla Port,

Iron Ore Terminals at
New Mangalore and
Mormugao Ports and two
Berth Development
Projects at a cost of over
Rs.150 crores at the
Visakhapatnam Port.
Capital
dredg-
i n g
projects
at a cost
of Rs.90

at Ennore Port and at a
cost of Rs.253 crores at
Paradip Port are also in
progress and are ex-
pected to be completed
in end-January and end-
June this year, respec-
tively.

The Minister also re-
viewed the progress of
port connectivity projects
as well as modernisation
and upgradation of
equipment projects at all
the Major Ports. The draft
position at Kolkata Port
and Haldia Dock Com-
plex was also discussed.
The Chairman, Kolkata
Port Trust, informed that
with the deployment of
seven dredgers, the de-
terioration of draft at
Haldia has been ar-
rested.

Mr.T.R. Baalu urged
all the Port Chairmen to
monitor implementation
of all the projects to ex-
pedite their completion

within the stipulated time
frame.

The review meeting
was attended by the

Chairmen of all Major
Ports, Executive Director
from the Railways, Sec-
retary, Department of

Shipping, besides senior
officers of the Ministry of
Shipping, Road Trans-
port & Highways.

DP WORLD

Dubai, January 27

Global marine termi-
nal operator DP World
has announced the
throughput handled more
than 27.7 million TEU
(twenty-foot equivalent
container units) across
its consolidated1 termi-
nals — an increase of
15% on last year. Exclud-
ing the contribution from
new terminals which
joined the portfolio during
2008, volume growth
was 6%. Across the total
portfolio of 46 operational
terminals during 2008
handled 46.8m TEU, an
increase of 8% over
2007.

According to a press
release, the volume
growth was very strong
in the first half, the
slowing macroeco-
nomic environment in
the second half of the
year has impacted vol-
umes at many of our
terminals, most notably
in the final few months
of the year.

TPT creates record
handling of urea and logs

Tuticorin, January 27

The Tuticorin Port has made record cargo handling
on 21.1.2009 and 25.1.2009. A quantity of 9,312 tonnes
of 'Urea’ was unloaded from the vessel mv.'Hanjin
Calcutta’ working at VOC Berth No.lll. This is the high-
est quantity of 'Urea’ unloaded in a single day so far in
the Port. The previous record was 8,069 tonnes on
23.6.2007 unloaded from the vessel mv.'Star Cano-
pus'. The cargo was imported from Iran by M/
s.Rashtriya Chemicals & Fertilizers, Mumbai. The Ship
Agent of the vessel are M/s.Inter Ocean Shipping (In-
dia) Pvt.Ltd. and the Stevedore are M/s.Aspinwall &
Co. Ltd., Tuticorin. The record achievement was con-
tributed by Ports high efficiency 20 tonnes TRF Grab
Cranes.

On 25.1.2009, a quantity of 5,016 tonnes of Pine
Logs from New Zealand was unloaded from the vessel
mv.'Great Gain' at Berth No.VIIl. This is the highest
guantity of 'Timber Logs' unloaded in a single day so
far in the Port. The previous record was 3,635 tonnes
handled on 5.1.2009 from the vessel mv."ZHONG YE'.
The Ship Agent of the vessel are M/s.Parekh Marine
Agencies Pvt.Ltd. and the Stevedore are M/s.St.John
Freight Systems Ltd., Tuticorin. This achievement was
possible by the use of two mechanical Grabs for logs
handling.

The Chairman congratulated the employees of the
Port, Cargo Handling Labours and Port users for their
contribution towards these achievements. Chairman
has also requested the Port users and Trade Union
leaders to extend their cooperation to make many more
achievements in cargo handling.
