ity of the port to 40.50 mil-
lion tonnes from the existing
20.75 million tonnes. The
ports proactive approach of
planning for construction of
North Cargo berth and
strengthening of existing 2
Coal Jetties to handle
panamax vessels is in pipe
line with the recent develop-
ment Tuticorin becoming a
energy hub with a slew of
many power plants being
planned to be setup.

The Govt. of India has
given in-principle approval
for developments of outer
harbour development esti-
mated at an outlay of 4350
Crores under public private
Partnership. This wills aug-
ment the ports capacity by an
additional 44 Million Tonnes.
The ports capacity is ex-
pected to reach about 84 mil-
lion tones by completion of
the projects. The business
plan of Tuticorin Port Trust
envisages handling of more
than 100 million tones of
cargo by 2020.

The port is developing ad-
ditional storage space for
storing bulk cargo in the Hare
Island Area. Discussions are
being conducted with the
Southern Railway authorities
to provide a separate loop
line from the ports marshal-
ling yard to the stack area
being developed in the Hare
Island for quicker evacuation
of bulk cargo. The port is well
connected with the trunk rail-
way and National Highways
facilitating seem less trans-
portation of cargo and con-
tainers to any part of the
country. The Port has re-
guested the Govt. of
TamilNadu to provide 2185
Acres of Land to meet the fu-
ture growth of the port. The

Mr. G. J. Rao, Chairman,
Tuticorin Port Trust re-
quested the trade to route
more cargo through
Tuticorin Port. He exhorted
the trade to take advantage
of the facilities available at
the port and consistent high
productivity rates at afford-
able cost. He also high-
lighted the cordial industrial
relations of the port.

Mr.G. J. Rao also high-
lighted the various initia-
tives taken by the port to-
wards enhancing port secu-
rity. He narrated commis-
sioning of a speed boat for
maritime surveillance of
ports water front and excel-
lent coordination of the
CISF of the port with the
Coast Guard and state
maritime police authorities,
Customs, Navy and intelli-
gence agencies. He also in-
formed that port is planning
to install CCTV as per the
ISPS guidelines as well as
development of a dog
squad, bomb disposal
squad and marine com-
mandos. He also stated that
the customs department is
planning to install container
scanners for scanning con-
tainers in the near future.

As a marketing measure,
Mr. G. J. Rao announced a
reduction of 30% for han-
dling industrial coal at TPT.
Which includes Zero levy on
dredging, 50% reduction in
CHLP levy & 25% reduction
in wharfage.

He requested the trade to
utilize the opportunity as the
announced cost is lowest
among any ports in and
around the area.
