The Baltic Dry Index, a
measure of shipping costs for
commodities, gained last
week on arecord jump in rates
to hire Panamax vessels to
haul iron ore.

Slumping demand for steel,
slower economic growth, and
a trade-clogging credit freeze

caused shipping rates to
collapse last year. Rents for
Panamaxes and larger
Capesize vessels that com-
pete for cargoes fell below
daily operating rates and
forced owners to anchor
some ships.

"It's continued chartering
of iron ore" supporting rates,
Mr Peter Norfolk, a shipping
analyst at Simpson, Spence
& Young in London, said.

Fiscal relief for exporters: G.K. Pillai

New Delhi, February . 3

The Commerce Secre-
tary, Mr G. K. Pillai, last
week made it amply clear
that the Union government's
scope to provide fiscal re-
lief to exporters was limited
because of the steps al-
ready taken to boost the
economy.

What the government was
working on instead were a
series of non-tax measures,
and some of them would be
announced in the third week
of this month. A Committee
of Secretaries was already
looking at ways in which ex-
porters could be helped to
deal with the intense compe-
tition in global markets
where demand had
plummetted. These include
relaxing the norms for giving
dollar credit to exporters, al-
lowing exporters from cer-
tain sectors to access exter-
nal commercial borrowings
(ECBSs) to pay off high cost
domestic loans and exempt-
ing exporters from the fringe
benefit tax (FBT).

Mr Pillai was speaking af-

ter a meeting with state
Chief Secretaries on the
implementation of the steps
already taken to stimulate
the economy. There is a
case for exempting export-
ers from paying FBT as they
need to travel more to chase
their orders and end up pay-
ing more taxes, Mr Pillai
pointed out.

Panamaxes, the biggest
ships to sail through the locks
of the Panama Canal, jumped
by 50 per cent last week to $
6,357 a day.

Rents for Capesizes
dropped by 2.7 per cent to $
17,410 last week.

Customers have split loads
on to smaller ships because
Capesizes remain 2.7 times
costlier to hire than
Panamaxes, compared with a
five-year average of two times.

Forward freight agreements
(FFAs), derivatives used by
traders to bet on future shipping
rates, also advanced. FFAs for
Capesizes rose by 18 per cent
on Friday lastto $ 22,375 a day
for the first quarter. That's the
highest since October 13.

Panamax futures jumped by
32 per cent to $ 10,500 for the
same period, the biggest rise
since August 2004.

between the government
and industry. "In the last
three years, incremental in-
vestment of more than
Rs.90,000 crore have taken
place in the SEZs. During
this period, SEZs have pro-
vided incremental direct em-
ployment to over 2,27,000
people. Exports from SEZs
have gone up from
Rs.22,840 crore in 2005-06
to Rs.66,638 crore in 2007-
08. By the end of December
2008, Indian exports from
the SEZs stood at
Rs.70,000 crore, crossing
last years exports from
SEZs", he added.

During his address, Mr.
Nath said that some of the is-
sues which are confronting the
SEZ industry would be re-
solved shortly. In respect of
EOU Scheme, we have ex-
tended the sunset Clause by
one year and now the income
tax exemption under Section
10-B of the Income Tax Act is
available up to March 2010.
We have taken up this issue
further for extending the Sun-
set Clause by another 3 years."

Mr. Kamal Nath also in-
formed the participants that a
meeting of all Export Promo-
tion Councils was convened
last month to get a first hand
input from the industry.
