(US), Wilmington (US),
Norfolk (US), Miami
(US), Puerto Cortes
(Honduras) and Santo
Tomas (Guatemala).

As previously an-
nounced, this weekly ser-
vice reflects omission of
the northbound call to

Miami, and removal of
service to the Port of
Charleston from the
schedule. The Miami ad-
justment will become ef-
fective with the sailing of
the Maersk Tarragona,
voyage 0908, departing

Santo Tomas on 8 Feb-
ruary 2009. The final sail-
ing from Charleston will
be the southbound de-
parture of the Maersk
Tarragona, voyage 0911,
on 3 March 2009. The
revised South Atlantic

Express service will
make its first north-
bound call to Savannah
on 5 March 2009 by the
Maersk Tangier, voyage
0910, followed by its ini-
tial call to Wilmington on
6 March 2009.

Cabinet Committee
approves change in raw
sugar import policy

New Delhi, February . 4

The Cabinet Committee on Economic Affairs
(CCEA) has approved a modification in the norms for
import of raw sugar under the advance licence scheme.

The change includes switching to a tonne-to-tonne
import policy, as against the prevailing grain-to-grain
policy. This means while earlier mills had to refine and
export the same consignment of raw sugar they im-
ported, now they can divert the imported consignment
to domestic sales, provided they export a similar quan-
tity within two years, sources explained.

The raw sugar now allowed for import under ad-
vance licence scheme will have to be exported by mills
before 2011.

Instead of favouring select mills whose refineries
are located close to key access ports, such as Haldia,
this means that all mills will have a level playing field
in accessing imports, it was explained.
