Chennai
Port which was annually
handling about 10 million
tons of coal including
thermal coal for the
TNEB and other Power
stations in Karnataka and
Andhra Pradesh in the
late 1990s, faced a brief
slump in coal volumes
after the shifting of TNEB
coal to Ennore Port com-
missioned in 2001 but
regained its lost volumes
quickly. Presently, vol-
umes of about 10 million
tons are being handled

for APSEB, KPCL, Ce-
ment Plants for the State
and independent power
producers in northen

Tamilnadu and south
Andhra Pradesh.

Though Chennai Port
has a long-term vision of
becoming a major hub for
clean cargo, predomi-
nantly Container, Cars
and Cruise vessels, it has
to continue handling coal

for at least 5 more years,
till alternative arrange-
ments become available
at Ennore and other

neighbouring Ports. This

The Proposed closed con-

veyor system will comprise 2
streams (each?) capable of
transferring 1500 tons per
hour from ships to plot and
was installed at a cost of
Rs.42.83 crores. This will in-
crease productivity and the
unloading rate of 10,000 ton
per day per ship (from wharf-
ship-plots by trucks) to
25,000 ton per day per ship
to plots directly and this will
eliminate inter carting / lorry
movement between wharf and
coal plots which is a major
source of dust pollution in the
Port’s neighborhood.
