It is
a settled law that to get the benefit
of exemption under a natification,

The EPCG Scheme lays the
condition of export of the goods
manufactured using the capital
goods, within the stipulated
period. The export obligation (EO)
is also mentioned, and it has to
be achieved in the proportion set
out in the scheme/customs
notification. In order to enable the
authorities monitor the export
performance, the authorization
holder is required to submit a
report to the Regional Authority of
D.G.E.T. by the 30th April every
year, showing the exports made.
Apart from submitting a hard copy,
the report must be submitted
electronically on the D.G.F.T web
site. Further, a true and correct
account must be maintained, and
the records must also be
preserved for a minimum period
of 3 years from the date of
redemption of the authorization.

Even though the period is
prescribed to fulfill the export
obligation, provision also exists for
grant of one or more extension of
the period, on payment of
composition fee of 2% of the total
duty saved under the authorization
or on enhancement in the export
obligation imposed to the extent of
10% of the total export obligation
imposed, as the case may be, at
the option of the exporter for each
year of extension sought. In this
method, extension upto 2 years
can be obtained. If however
extension beyond 2 years is
sought, it will be given provided the
exporter pays 50% of the duty
payable proportionate to the
unfulfilled export obligation to the
customs and produce proof of
payment of the same. Thereupon
only, the Regional Authority (RA)
will consider the request for
extension beyond the 2 year
period. The RA is empowered to
impose such terms and conditions,
as he deems fit, while granting the
extension in period.

The RA is also empowered to

condone short fall in reaching
the export obligation upto 5% in
the export obligation arising out
of duty saved amount. Likewise,
bonafide default in fulfilment of
EO will be regularized, if the
exporter pays the customs duty
and interest. This option can be
exercised at any time, if one
wants to exit from the scheme,
by paying the customs duty,
along with interest thereon. In
order to encourage the
authorization holder to achieve
the target quickly, incentive in the
form of condoning the export
obligation, beyond what is
achieved is given. Thatis, if 75%
or more of the EO (including the
average level of exports) is
achieved in half or less than half
the original EO period,
remaining EO is condoned. For
example, if 80% of the EO is
achieved in half or less than half
of the EO period, then the
balance 20% of EO s
condoned, and the exporter can
redeem the authorization.
Under the EPCG scheme,
duty is payable at a concessional
rate on the capital goods and
other goods permitted. In other
words, such imports are not fully
exempt from customs duty. With
effect from 1.1.2009, the duty for
the imports under this scheme is
allowed to be paid by debit of the
DEPB scrip. The Chennai
Custom House has issued a
public notice, PN No. 3/2009,
dated 15.1.2009, detailing the
procedure to be followed by the
importers/CHAs/ users of
ICEGATE for debit of the DEPB
and other Duty credit scrips.
This scheme is in force for
a number of years and is
governed by the customs
notifications issued from time
to time. The latest notification
on the subject is notification no.
97/2004-Cus. dt. 17.09.2004,
as amended from time to time.
This notification gives the

available, have to be fully met. No
one has any power to either alter
or omit or water down the
conditions in the notification. The
Hon'ble Supreme Court have
repeatedly ruled that at the
admission stage, the exemption
notification has to be strictly
construed. In the same fashion,
post importation conditions are
also to be strictly complied with.
In one of the recent judgments,
while reiterating the above
position, the Apex Court has rued
that the scope of Exemption
notification cannot be restricted or
whittled down by issuing a circular.

See 2008(229)E.L.T.641(S.C).

The conditions imposed in the
customs notification referred
above are given below: (1) The
EPCG Authorisation must cover
the imported goods and produced

for debit by

authorities at the time

the customs

of

clearance; (2) The importer must
execute a bond in such form and
for such sum, with such surety or
security, as may be specified by
the Deputy Commissioner or the

Assistant Commissioner

of

Customs, binding himself to fulfill
the EO in the following proportion
50% in the block of 1st to 6th year,
and the balance 50% in the block
period of 7th to 8th year. However,
in respect of the authorizations
involving duty saved amount being
not less than 100 crores of rupees,
and units in agri export zones, the
period allowed is 12 years. 50%
EO to be achieved in the block
period of 1st to 10th year and the
balance 50% in the block period

of 11th to 12th year.
