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CMA CGM obtains Port
of Lattakia Concession

Marseilles, February . 12
CMA CGM has signed, on

Saturday, February 9, 2009, a
concession agreement with
Lattakia Port General Com-
pany (" LPGC ") to manage
and operate a container termi-
nal in the Syrian port of
Lattakia (Lattakia Container
Terminal) for a period of 10
years (extendable to 15
years).

 The terminal will be oper-
ated by a consortium com-
posed of CMA CGM/Terminal
Link (51%), and Souria Hold-
ing (49%), a Syrian Limited
Liability Company.

 Located in Western
Syria, 186 km south-west of
Alep and 90 km north of
Tartous, Lattakia is Syria's
main port in the Mediterra-
nean. Its Container Terminal
is located on a 69 hectare
area, has a 972 m quay and
a total depth ranging be-
tween 11.8 m and 13.3 m. It
handled a total of 570 000
Teus in 2008.

Executive Director, Advisory
Services, KPMG Advisory
Services, Mr G R K Reddy,
MD, Marg Constructions, Mr
Ennarasu Karunesan, Direc-
tor & CEO, DP World
Chennai, Capt. Sandeep

It will serve as a stra-
tegic base, which will im-
prove the Group's cover-
age of the region and con-
nect Lattakia to the world's
biggest ports ", explains
Farid Salem, CMA CGM
Group Chief Executive
Vice-President.

 This will be CMA CGM's
29th investment in port ter-
minals worldwide.

 Operations by CMA
CGM/ Terminal Link/Souria
will start in July 2009.

Malaysia exports tumble as
Asia falls, worse seen

Kuala Lumpur , Feb. 12
Malaysia's exports fell 14.9

percent in December from a
year ago, the steepest drop in
seven years, and further de-
clines are expected as the glo-
bal economic downturn batters
trade-dependent Asian econo-
mies.

The data, which also
showed imports slumped by
23 percent, came as Malaysia
readied a second stimulus
package to boost domestic
demand, and electronics ex-
porters said the first quarter
could be even worse for the
sector, which accounts for 37
percent of the country's ex-
ports.

The export decline was
far steeper than the 10 per-
cent forecast by economists
in a Reuters poll as demand
for Asian goods from the
United States and China
collapsed.

Imports in December were
also much worse than ex-
pected, falling 23.1 percent,
government data showed on
Thursday. Economists had

expected imports to decline
13.7 percent.

Malaysia had pinned its
hopes of weathering the glo-
bal economic turmoil on
Asian markets, especially
China, remaining relatively
strong, but Asia's econo-
mies have been hit hard re-
cently as Western econo-
mies worsen.

Malaysian exports have
been on a downward slide
from since October, hurt
by eroding demand the
world over for its key elec-
tronics exports and falling
prices for its main com-
modities exports -- crude
and palm oil.

Analysts expect the ex-
port and factory output
slump to continue, possibly
leading to a contraction in
gross domestic product in
the first quarter of 2009.

Shipments of electrical
and electronic products, the
largest export revenue
earner for the country, fell
18.2 percent in the fourth
quarter from a year ago.

EU Probes
Lufthansa Plan To
Buy Austrian Air

The European Commission
on Wednesday launched an in-
vestigation into Lufthansa's take-
over of Austrian Airlines as it
questioned the price and planned
restructuring.

Lufthansa signed a deal for
the purchase of loss-making
Austrian Airlines (AUA) in De-
cember, expecting the move to
make it Europe's biggest airline.

European airlines, including
British Airways and Air France-
KLM, are seeking tie-ups to bet-
ter weather the economic down-
turn and slump in demand.

Jet Airways enhances

Effective February 15, 2009,
Jet Airways, India’s premier in-
ternational airline, will introduce
a new daily service on the
Coimbatore/Kochi-Chennai sec-
tors, enhancing the airline’s ex-
isting services to Tamil Nadu’s
capital from the two southern cit-
ies. This follows the induction of
the airline’s 13th ATR 72-500
aircraft into its fleet.

The airline currently operates
twice daily services on the
Coimbatore- Chennai sector and
a daily service on the Kochi-
Chennai sector.

The new services will be
daily, same-day return flights on
the Coimbatore/Kochi-Chennai
sectors, aboard Jet Airways’
brand new, all-economy ATR
72-500 aircraft.

From Chennai, passengers
may connect onto the airline’s
daily services to North America
(Newark, JFK and Toronto), its
European hub in Brussels,
Singapore, Kuala Lumpur and
Colombo. Jet Airways also of-
fers services to several European
destinations, via Brussels,
through its code-share partner,
brussels airlines.

Slump
Australia has been voted the

most coveted destination in a glo-
bal survey that also showed two-
thirds of people were reviewing
their travel plans because of the
global economic crisis.

Asia Pacific was named the
number-one region for those in-
tending to travel overseas this
year and next in the survey,
commissioned by credit card
firm Visa and the Pacific Asia
Travel Association (PATA),
which polled over 5,500 people.
