Pranab's Interim Budget 2009-2010

New Delhi, February 16

The union govern-
ment presented the sixth
budget on Monday, fo-
cusing achievements in
his interim budget
speech, External Affairs
Minister Pranab
Mukherjee, who is hold-
ing additional charge of
the finance portfolio, in-
creased defence expen-
diture and announced
huge allocations for the
government's flagship
schemes, and he did not
announce any tax cuts or
fiscal stimulus mea-
sures.

the economy grew at
9 per cent for three
straight years. The
country's per capital in-
come grew at 7.4 per an-
num for four years. He
also said the gross do-
mestic savings rate stood
at 37.7 per cent during

2007-08.

He said that invest-
ment as a percentage of
GDP rose to 39 per cent
in 2007-08 from 27.6 per
cent. The tax to GDP ra-
tio stood at 12.5 per cent
in 2007-08 and revenue
deficit as percentage of
GDP fell to 1.1 per cent

He further said the fis-
cal deficit stood at 2.7
per cent in 2007-08 as
compared to 4.5 per cent
in FY04. While farm
growth stood at 3.7 per
cent in the last four
years, foreign trade was
at 35.5 per cent of GDP
during 2007-08,
Mukherjee said. He said
capital inflows stood at 9
per cent of GDP during
2007-08.

Mukherjee also said
that FY'09 outlook is en-
couraging if rainfall is
normal. He, however,

added that the global fi-
nancial outlook is not en-
couraging. Maintaining
that India is still the sec-
ond fastest growing
economy with 7.1 per
cent GDP expansion in
2008-09, Mukherjee said
India cannot remain im-
mune to the global finan-
cial crisis.

He further said India
got a record $32.4 billion
FDI in FY08. Mukherjee
also stressed on the
need to accelerate the
pace of policy reforms.
He said the government
would expand employ-
ment generation
schemes and would re-
turn to deficit targets af-
ter revival.

The government also
relaxed the Fiscal Re-
sponsibility Budget Man-
agement (FRBM) targets
in view of the global eco-
