DRAWBACK-CUST OMS TO
MONITOR EXPORT REALISATIONS

The Customs Department is
deploying a BRC (Bank Realisation
Certificate) Software, to monitor the
realization of export proceeds on
goods exported and on which,
drawback has been claimed and
allowed. The exporters have to
ensure that the sale proceeds are
realized within the time permitted in
the Foreign Exchange Management
Act, 1999, including the extended
time, if any. Otherwise, the
drawback availed by them is bound
to be recovered from them.

Section 75 of the Customs Act,
1962 mandates grant of drawback
on export of goods, subject to such
conditions and rules made in this
behalf. One of the main conditions
is related to realization of the export
proceeds in respect of the exported
goods. The Customs, Central
Excise Duties And Service Tax
Drawback Rules, 1995 contain the
various conditions/procedures to get
the drawback. Rule 16A empowers
the Assistant Commissioner/Deputy
Commissioner of Customs to
recover the drawback granted, if the
export proceeds are not realized
within the time, including the
extended period allowed under the
Foreign Exchange Management
Act, 1999. Sub-rule (2) of the above
said rule authorizes the AC/DC of
Customs to issue notice to the
exporter who fails to produce proof
of realization of the export proceeds
within the period permitted, to
produce such proof within 30 days
from the date of receipt of the notice
and if the exporter fails to produce
the proof, then he can order
recovery of the drawback already
granted.

Hitherto, the customs
department was relying on the half-
yearly Export Outstanding
Statement (XOS) statement
received from the Reserve Bank of
India which would give the details
of the export bills pending
realization, beyond the prescribed
period, for initiating action to recover
the drawback in such cases.

However, by a circular dated
31.1.2004 the RBI has dispensed
with the submission of
declarations for export of goods
of value not exceeding
US$25000. In other words,
exporters of goods below the
above ceiling are not required to
file the declaration and as a
result, there was no mechanism
to check the export realization in
these cases. The XOS
statements will cover exports of
value US$ 25000 and above
only. This has prompted the
CBEC to develop a suitable
method to monitor the realization
of foreign exchange, and the
result is the deployment of the
BRC Software.

In future, the exporters are
required to file a declaration,
while filing the shipping bill
claiming drawback, the details of
all Authorized Dealers, their
codes and addresses through
whom they intend to realize the
sale proceeds. The system
would generate the due date for
submission of the BRCs, and
indicate the same in the shipping
bill. The exporter has the option
to submit the BRCs from the
Authorised Dealers. The exporter
is required to file a certificate
containing the details of
outstanding shipments beyond
the permitted period from the
Authorized Dealers or the
statutory auditor of the exporter's
account, on a half-yearly basis,
before the 7th of January and
July in respect of exports which
have become due for realization
in the preceding 6 months. On
the basis of this declaration,
further action will be initiated, and
in case of default, to recover the
drawback.

Each custom house is
expected to create a special cell
to monitor the declarations,
amendments to the declarations,
certificates furnished by the
exporters, etc. In addition to filing
the declaration for the current

exports, such declarations are to be
filed for all the shipments made from
1.1.2004 to 31.12.2007, within 4
months of issue of the circular,
namely, M.F.(D.R.) Circular No. 5/
2009-Cus dated 2.2.2009.

This circular further calls upon
the Commissioners of Customs to
exercise special checks in case of
first time exporters, exporters who
have been granted large amounts of
drawback suddenly, sensitive
destinations, sensitive products etc.
They are also required to undertake
audit checks at random in respect
of other exporters in order to ensure
that they have realized the foreign
exchange. Further, the CBEC have
empowered the Commissioners to
undertake spot verification of the
certificates given by the Authorised
Dealers/Chartered Accountants, and
satisfy about their genuineness. The
circular also contains the proforma
to be adopted for the certificates to
be given by them. The certificate is
to be given  Authorised Dealer wise
for each port separately for the
periods January-June and July-
December. For full details, the above
circular may be referred.

The importance of realization of
the export proceeds and submission
of proof thereof needs no emphasis.
Still, some of the judicial
pronouncements are given here, and
the exporters may well keep these
in mind, if only to avoid unnecessary
litigation. In a judgment reported in
2006 (200) E.L.T. 12 (Kar), the
Karnataka High Court have held that
failure to secure the revenue to the
State in the form of foreign
exchange, entitles the State to get
back the drawback. The High Court
further held that dropping of the
penalty under FERA has nothing to
do with the recovery of the
drawback.

There is no time limit for recovery
of the drawback. See 2008 (228)
E.L.T.205 (Tri.- Ahm); 2008 (228)
E.L.T.545 (Tri.-Mumbai). For delayed
repayment of drawback, interest is
also payable. See 2008 (228)
E.L.T.100 (Tri.-Del).
