Government approves JV between
NACIL and Singapore Air T erminal

New Delhi, February 24
The Union Cabinet has ap-

proved on Monday, the proposal
to the National Aviation Com-
pany of India Limited  (NACIL)
for setting up of a Joint Venture
Company with M/s. Singapore air
Terminal Services (SATS) for un-
dertaking Ground Handling /
Cargo Handling activities at vari-
ous Airports in India.  NACIL and
SATS would hold 50:50 equity
ratio in the Joint Venture Com-
pany.  The JVC would be man-
aged by the Board of Directors
consisting of representatives
from NACIL and SATS in equal
proportion.  The Chairman of the
Board and CEO of JVC would al-
ternate between NACIL and
SATS for a fixed tenure.  All prof-
its and losses of the business
would be shared by NACIL and
SATS in the ratio of the equity
structure.  The approximate to-
tal investment in the project
would be : Bangalore - Cargo
handling - Rs. 99 crores, Ground
Handling- Rs. 73 crores.
Hyderabad- Ground Handling -
Rs. 80 crores. Metro Airports to
be decided.

National Aviation Company of
India Limited (NACIL), into which
the erstwhile Air India Limited and
Indian Airlines Limited have amal-
gamated, today holds a major
share of the ground handling busi-
ness at Airports in India.  With the
introduction of independent world
class handling agencies at the
airports, there would be induction
of modern equipment, technology
and resource management tools

leading to very high level of com-
petition in the field.  In order to
succeed in retaining majority of
the business, NACIL is required
to take proactive measures to up-
grade its services by induction of
modern technology with special
focus on customer services and
quick  response to customer
needs.

Establishing a Joint Venture
partnership with a company,
which is reputed in the field of
ground handling services, would
be an important step towards es-
tablishing a world class handling
facility.  While the ramp handling
remains to be a strong point of
NACIL, their customer service,
passenger handling and cargo
handling areas will get the re-
quired boost in quality, to face the
competition effectively.  The JV
will contribute towards improved
efficiency, better resource utiliza-
tion and induction of human re-
source at lower cost.  In short,
establishing a Joint Venture for
Ground Handling will be a signifi-
cant step to retain and increase
the market share of NACIL in the
years to come.

Provision of Budget for Inter-
est Subvention to all Scheduled
Commercial Banks in respect of
Rupee Export Credit

New Delhi: The Government
has approved the provision of ad-
ditional funds, to the tune of
Rs.450 crore, to provide imme-
diate relief to the exporters by
way of providing interest subven-
tion to mitigate hardships on ac-
count of global melt down.

As a measure to boost ex-
ports, pre and post shipment ex-
port credit for labour intensive
exports i.e. textiles (including
handlooms, carpets and handi-
crafts), leather gems and
jewellery, marine products and
SME sector have been provided
an interest subvention of 2% upto
31.3.2009 subject to minimum
rate of interest of 7% per annum.
Since the interest subvention
scheme which was originally
sanctioned for an outlay of
Rs.800 crore, has been extended
upto March 2009, the present
proposal approved by CCEA is
for providing additional funds to
the tune of Rs.450 crore. With
this, the total financial support
provided under Interest Subven-
tion Scheme, so far, will be
Rs.1250 crore.

Government of India has
been concerned about the im-
pact of global financial crisis on
the Indian economy and a num-
ber of steps have been taken to
deal with this problem. The steps
announced included infusion of
liquidity into the banking system
addressing the problem being
faced by various non-bank fi-
nancing companies, RBI taking
steps to ensure that bank credit
is available to meet the ex-
panded credit requirements of
the economy keeping in view the
contraction in credit from non
bank sources, provision of ad-
equate liquidity to the banks, eas-
ing of access to external com-
mercial borrowing, increase in
plan expenditure etc.
