EXPORT PROMOTION SCHEMES

Part 17

The administrative control of
the EOUs, in so for as it relates to
the administration of the customs
and central excise laws are
concerned depends on the location
of the units. In port towns, cities,
the jurisdictional Commissioners of
Customs, exercises all the
functions under these laws, while
in rest of the places, the concerned
Commissioners of Central Excise
administer these laws.

The Development Commis-
sioner, DC, of the jurisdiction will
however have the full admini-
strative control of the units in his
jurisdiction. Even in the matter of
adjudication under the customs
law, the matter has to be referred
to the DC, before initiating action.
Action initiated without reference to
him may not sustain. See 2009
(234) E.L.T.681 (Tri.Ahmd). Even
though, a number of export
promotion schemes are available,
the EOU scheme is preferred by
many. Because, there are lot of
functional freedom, less
cumbersome procedures, and
more facilities. In many respects,
there are flexibilities.

In order to apply for starting a
unit under this scheme, the
minimum investment criteria has
to be satisfied. That is, only
projects with an investment of Rs.
1 crores in plant and machinery
will be considered. The Board of
Approval may however permit a
unit with a lower investment.
Where the proposals involve
obtaining industrial licence, the
approval will be given only after
clearance of the proposal by the
Board Of Approval and
Department of Industrial Policy
and Planning. Once the approval
is given, the unit will have to
execute a Letter of Undertaking
with the DC. The unit must strictly
abide by the conditions stipulated

in the Letter of Permission or the
Letter of Intent issued by the DC.
This is an important document
and will always be referred and
rel ied for taking any action
against the unit; particularly,
failure or breach of the conditions.
The action in such cases,
including fai lure to achieve
positive net foreign exchange will
be initiated under the provisions
of the Foreign Trade (Development
and Regulation) Act, 1992. Apart
from the action under this law, the
unit will face action under other
enactments, like Customs Act,
Central Excise Act, as well. Hence,
the unit must scrupulously abide by
the conditions in the LOP/LOI. After
getting the approval and execution
of LUT, necessary licence from the
customs approving the premises,
where the production/manu-
facture will take place, as private
bonded warehouse must be
obtained. A green card is given
which will establish the identity as
an approved EOU, and on the
strength of the same, the goods
can be procured free of customs
duty/ central excise duty. The
goods thus procured shall be used
in the goods for export or service
exports. While the primary thrust
is on exports, certain quantity is
allowed to be sold in the Domestic
Tariff Area, that is, in this country.
Necessary permission has to be
obtained from the DC, who will
decide the eligible quantum in
respect of the unit permitted for
sales in DTA. The clearances to
DTA will be on payment of duty at
the appropriate rates.

The unit is permitted to import
capital goods, and other goods or
procure from the domestic market
to produce/manufacture/render
service as approved in the LOP/
LOI. Goods can also be procured
from bonded warehouses in DTA
and or interna-tional exhibitions

held in India. All items, except those
prohibited for import can be
imported, subject to getting
permission, if any required in
respect of any goods from any
other law for the time being in force.
The EOU unit is permitted to import
the goods, including capital goods
free of cost or on loan basis or on
lease from their clients. The main
condition is that such goods must
be used for export purposes.
Capital goods can be leased from
a domestic company or foreign
leasing company, without payment
of duty. In such a case, the
documents shall be filed jointly by
the unit and the leasing company.

The unit is allowed to procure
without payment of duty, capital
goods, raw materials, components,
consumables, intermediates,
spares and packing materials. The
capital goods includes DG set,
captive power plants, transformers
and accessories for the above;
pollution control equipment; quality
assurance equipment; material
handling equipment, like fork lifts,
and overhead cranes, mobile
cranes, hoists and stackers; UPS,
security systems, air conditioners/
air conditioning system, modular
furniture, special racks for storage,
storage systems, computer
furniture, teleconference
equipments, etc.

The EOU units can import upto
1.5% of the FOB value of previous
year's exports, export promotion
materials, like brochure, literature,
pamphlets, hoadings, catalogues,
posters etc. Similarly, spares/
components upto 1.5% of FOB
value of exports will be allowed to
be procured for exports to same
buyer of export article within the
warranty period. The scheme
permits import of second hand
capital goods also, without any age
restriction.
