EXPORT PROMOTION SCHEMES

Part 18

As the very name suggests,
the EOU scheme implies that the
products manufactured/
produced in the unit will be
exported. Only such of the
exports where the foreign
exchange is realized in the name
of the unit will be counted for
calculation of the total foreign
exchange earned by the unit.
The unit can export through any
other exporter or any other EOU/
EHTP/STP/BTP unit also.
However, the following
conditions must be satisfied: (i)
goods shall be produced in EOU/
EHTP/STP/BTP; (ii) the
responsibility to earn the
prescribed extent of foreign
exchange earnings and
compliance with other conditions
prescribed in the LOP/LOI will
rest with the unit; (iii) net foreign
exchange will be calculated on
the basis of price at which the unit
supplies the goods to the other
exporters. The unit can export
goods for holding/participating in
exhibitions abroad with the
permission of the Development
Commissioner. In such a case,
the unit has to produce to the
customs original of the letter of
the permission granted by the
DC. Such of the items remaining
unsold abroad, have to be re-
imported within 60 days of the
close of the exhibition. Gem and
jewellery units have to submit
photographs of the items taken
abroad; such units are allowed
to carry the gem and jewellery
items as personal baggage upto
a value not exceeding US$ 2
million. In the same fashion, a
gem and jewellery unit is also
permitted to take their goods for
display and sale through
permitted shops or show rooms
abroad of their distributors/
agents. If the items are not sold
within 180 days of export, they
have to be re-imported within 45
days thereafter. The unit must
satisfy the customs as to the
identity of the goods, and
convince them that the items re-
imported are the very same
goods which were taken abroad
with the permission of the DC.
Jewellery is permitted to be taken
as personal baggage by a
foreign going passenger subject
to satisfaction of the conditions
stipulated.

The notifications 52/2003-
cus, dated 31.3.2003 and 24/
2003-C.E., dated 31.3.2003
govern the exemption and
conditions on satisfaction of
which the exemption is available.
Under the latter notification
grants exemption to the goods
produced or manufactured in the
EOU unit, subject to the condition
that such goods are not brought
to any other place in India. This
means that the exemption from
central excise duty is available to
the goods produced in an EOU,
only when exported out of the
country. The words, 'brought to
any other place in India' is
significant. It means that central
excise duty is payable on the
goods brought/sold in DTA. This
applies to the goods, whether
sold in DTA with or without the
permission of the DC. The
customs notification also grants

exemption from customs duty to
the imported goods, subject to
the condition that they will be
used for exports or in connection
with exports. The exemption from
customs duty extends to
exemption from basic customs
duty and the additional duties of
customs levied under section 3
of the Customs Tariff Act, 1975.
The words, "manufacture of
articles for export or for being
used in connection with the
production or packaging or job
work for export of goods or
services…" used in the customs
notification are again important.
This implies that the imported
goods must be used either
directly in export production, or
atleast in connection with the
exports. There has to be a nexus
between the goods and export
activity. For example, the DG set
is used to generate power and
the power must be used for
production of export goods. But,
if the power is used otherwise,
no exemption will be available to
the DG set. The other broad
conditions in the above
mentioned customs notification
are that the importer has been
approved by the DC to establish
the unit under the EOU scheme;
that the manufacturing activity is
carried on under customs bond;
that necessary bond is executed;
that the goods/services
processed/packaged in the unit,
and the waste/scrap and other
remnant materials are disposed
of in the manner prescribed
under this notification and the

provisions in the Foreign Trade
Policy. The importer shall also
bind himself to pay the duty on
demand along with interest. In
respect of the capital goods, the
importer must produce proof
evidencing installation, or
otherwise making use of the
capital goods in the premises
authorized by the DC, within one
year from the date of import or
procurement. In respect of goods
other than capital goods, the
importer must produce proof to
their use in export production or
in connection with such export
production within a period of
three years of import or
procurement. Any failure will lead
to payment of duty. The period
of one year or three years
referred above is extendable, if
sufficient cause is shown as to
the reasons for the failure.

Each unit must maintain
proper accounts of the goods
procured from indigenous
sources without payment of duty
and also the goods imported free
of duty, and file digitally signed
quarterly and annual reports to
the DC.
