IR Andhra port a coal hub

Krishnapatnam to make

Hyderabad, March 22

Krishnapatnam Port
Company (KPC) Ltd, which
is developing the private,
deepwater, all-weather port
on the Andhra Pradesh
coastline, is betting big on
the power units coming up
in the state and in Tamil
Nadu. The port is looking to
specialise in handling coal,
which is a key input for the
power plants, and create
special facilities for the units
importing coal. According to
estimates, about 10,000 mw
capacity is being created
around the port. This capac-
ity will become fully opera-
tional by 2013.

CV Rao, chairman of the
Navayuga Group, which is
developing the port, said,

"We expect to handle about
35-40 million tonnes of coal
at the port once the new
power units start production.
Most of the capacity is likely
to become operational by
2013. Out of the 12 berths,
which would be ready
shortly, we are allotting 6 for
coal alone. Our intention is
to make the port a coal hub."
The Krishnapatnam port
has a newly developed in-
dustrial belt adjacent to it in
Naidupet and Tada in Andhra
Pradesh. Besides medium-
sized power units, an ultra
mega power project (UMPP)
is coming up near the port.
"We have already signed
port service agreements with
many of the units and SEZs
coming up in the area.

NY-NJ port activity down
for first time since 1993

New York, March 22

For the firsttime in 15 years,
container traffic handled by the
Port of New York and New Jer-
sey in 2008 was down for the
full year. Figures released here
on recently, show a decline of
little more than half a percent-
age point. But the global eco-
nomic crisis is idling long-
shoremen and undermining
trade at the East Coast's larg-
est port complex.

The Port Authority of New
York & New Jersey says ex-
ports fell 25 percent and im-
ports dropped 11 percent in
December.

Walter Arsenault of the
Waterfront Commission of
New York Harbor says the
number of available deep-sea
longshoremen without work
rose 55 percent in February
from the same period last
year.

Government revises coal
Import target upwards to 35 MT

Mumbai, March 22

The coal import target of
power utilities, including
NTPC, has been increased
by 40 per cent to 35 million
tonnes in 2009-10 to ensure
the units do not reel under the
dry fuel shortage. "We have
set a coal import target of 35
million tonnes for power utili-
ties in 2009-10 against the
earlier planned 25 million
tonnes," Power Secretary V
S Sampath told reporters
here.

The Ministry had earlier set
the coal import target at 25
million tonnes for power utili-
ties, which was last month
revised to 28.7 million tonnes
in view of the additional power
generation capacities lined up
by companies.

Mr. Sampath said the calo-
rific value of the imported coal
is about 50 per cent higher
than the domestic variants
and so the quantity shipped
from overseas would meet the
power utilities fuel require-
ment of 53 million tonnes in
2009-10.

Among the major power
companies, state-run NTPC
would import 12.5 million
tonnes of coal next fiscal as
against the previous target of

10 million tonnes, the
company's CMD R S Sharma
said.

In 2008-09, the company
has so far shipped nearly 5
million tonnes of coal against
planned 8.2 million tonnes.

"We have imported nearly
5 million tonnes of coal and
the remaining is being im-
ported," Mr. Sharma said.
