India’ s exports falling short
of even lowered target

New Delhi, March 23

As the downturn in global
trade continues, the export
target of $175 billion, revised
from $200 billion for 2008-09,
may prove to be beyond
reach. "If we touch exports of
$170 billion, it will be good,"
admitted the Commerce Sec-

retary, Mr G.K. Pillai.

Exports in 2007-08 were
valued at $162 billion. Ex-
ports in March alone are
expected to fetch just $ 12
billion, as against March
2008’s $ 17 billion, which
works out to a decline of as
much as 30 per cent.

The EOU scheme allows lot
of facilities which enable the unit
to undertake and increase the
guantum of exports. Certain
provisions have been so made
with a view to provide maximum
flexibility. The units can thus
derive the maximum advantage
in working conditions. The
facilities available are
enumerated below.

Certain specified goods can
be procured for creating a central
facility. Software EOU/DTA units
may use such common facility for
export of software. Second hand
capital goods are allowed to be
imported without age-restriction.
The capital goods can be
sourced from a domestic leasing
company or foreign leasing
company on lease basis without
payment of customs duty/central
excise duty. Capital goods may
be transferred or given on loan
basis to other EOUs under prior
intimation to the concerned
Development Commissioner and
the jurisdictional customs
authorities. Inter-unit transfer of
goods manufactured in one EOU
to other permitted. Similarly,
transfer of goods to SEZ
developer or unit in SEZ also
allowed, subject to following the
procedure prescribed in the SEZ
Rules, 2006. The units in EOU
including gem and jewellery units
can sub-contract upto 50% of
overall production of previous
year in value terms in DTA with
the permission of customs; or
through other EOU units without
any limit, subject to maintenance
of proper records. Part
production can be sub-
contracted abroad, with the
permission of the Development
Commissioner. Likewise, EOU
may undertake job work for
export, on behalf of DTA exporter,

on the condition that the goods
produced are directly exported
from the unit; in such cases, the
shipping documents should be in
the joint names of the DTA/EOU.

The EOU units are permitted
to install one fax machine at a
place of its choice; this place may
be a place other than the
premises where the unit is
functioning. However, intimation
of the location where the fax
machine is installed has to be
given to the concerned customs/
central excise authorities. Laptop
computers and video projection
systems are permitted to be
taken out of the premises by the
authorized employees. Personal
computers, not exceeding 2 in
number can be installed in the
registered/administrative office of
the units.

The FOB value of exports of
an EOU can be clubbed with the
FOB value of exports of its
parent company in DTA or vice
versa for the purpose of
according Export House status
and Trading House status.
Software units are permitted to
use computer system for training
purposes, including commercial
training, subject to the condition
that no computer terminal is
installed outside the bonded
premises.

The capital goods may be
sent abroad for repairs with the
permission of the customs;
foreign exchange payment for
this will be allowed. No
permission will be required for
sending the capital goods within
the country for repairs.

Samples may be supplied or
sold in DTA for display/market
promotion on payment of duties.
Samples can be sent out without
payment of duty, but on the
condition that they are brought
back. Undertaking has to be
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given to customs. On the same
analogy, samples can be sent to
other units for display and return
within a period of 30 days.

The EOU units are permitted
to donate imported/indigenously
procured computer and computer
peripherals, including printer,
plotter, scanner, monitor, key board
and storage units without payment
of duty two years after their import/
procurement and use by the units.
The donee must be a school run
by Central Government, or State
Government, or a Union Territory
or a local body, an educational
institution run on non-commercial
basis by any organisation, a
registered hospital, a public library,
a public funded Research and
Development establishment and
other institutions to which such
donations are permitted.

The units need not pay duty
on the goods destroyed within
the unit; if the destruction is
outside the unit, then permission
from customs must be obtained.
However, this provision will not
apply to precious metals.

The scheme allows
depreciation for the capital goods
used in the unit. The depreciation
norms in respect of computer and
computer peripherals are as
follows: 10% for every quarter in
the first year; 8% for every
quarter in the second year; 5%
for every quarter in third year; and
1% for every quarter in the fourth
and fifth year. Total depreciation
at the end of the fifth year is 96%.
If the computer or computer
peripheral is de-bonded after 5
years, the depreciation is 96%
and the duty payable is very
minimal, that is, o the extent of
4% only. For other Capital goods,
the corresponding depreciation
rates are 4%,3%,2.5% and 2%

respectively.
