Exim Bank may extend
loans to Africa

New Delhi, March 25
The Export-Import (Exim)

Bank of India is planning to pro-
vide $ 600 million loans to Af-
rica for its infrastructure
projects.

Africa accounts for over 50
per cent of the bank’s line of
credit (LoC) and it has already
provided credit of about $ 2 bil-
lion to Africa to purchase Indian
equipment and for project ex-
ports. "Africa is the focus area
of our operations... currently
there are some LoCs under
consideration which could be in
terms of about $ 600 million,"
the Exim Bank Executive Direc-
tor, Mr S. R. Rao, said here.

Exim Bank, in a typical year,
extends LoC of $ 1 billion to $
1.5 billion and in terms of the
operative lines that are cur-
rently in place, the volumes are
around $ 3.7 billion, Mr Rao
said.

Meanwhile, over 400 del-
egates from African nations
are participating in a three-
day Confederation of Indian
Industry (CII)-organised India-
Africa business conclave.
Both sides wil l  discuss
projects worth over $ 12 bil-
l ion during the conclave.
Trade between the two coun-
tries had crossed $ 35 billion
during 2007-08.

Horizon Singapore Termi-
nals, a subsidiary of Horizon
Terminals Limited, the lead-
ing terminal operator owned
by Emirates National Oil
Company (ENOC), has
completed the third expan-
sion phase of its bulk liquid
storage terminal on
Singapore’s Jurong Island.
