CUSTODIANS TO COMPLY WITH
STRINGENT CONDITIONSMr. N. Rajagopalan  IRS

Part 1

The Handling of Cargo in
Customs Area Regulations,
2009, 'the regulations', in short,
make it obligatory on the part of
the custodians of the imported
and export cargo to comply with
the strict conditions imposed in
the said regulations. The new
provisions will apply to the
already approved custodians.
This means that such of those
custodians who fall short of the
requirements will have to make
good, and for this they are given
time of 3 months. Commissioner
may however give extension for
9 more months, in deserving
cases; thus the total period for
compliance with these regulations
is one year from the date of
commencement of these
regulations. The existing
custodians will continue their
operations, but will have to fulfill
the conditions prescribed in
Regulations 5 and 6, within the
specified period. Once they satisfy
the jurisdictional Commissioner of
Customs of fulfillment of the
conditions in the said regulations,
the Commissioner will issue letters
of approval. For those who apply
afresh and seek approval, they
have to necessarily satisfy the
various conditions imposed in the
regulations. The above said
regulations have been notified
vide Notification No. 26/2009-
customs (N.T), dated 17th March,
2009, and have thus come into
effect from the said date. The
regulations have been framed
based on the recommendations
of the Public Accounts
Committee. The regulations
supercede the instructions issued
vide Board's circular No. 128/95-
cus, dated 14.12.1995 and
circular No. 34/2002-cus dated
26.6.2002, as amended.
However other circulars and the
instructions on the subject which
are not inconsistent with the
provisions in these regulations
would continue to govern the
issues on the subject. Along with

notifying the regulations, CBEC
have also issued instructions in
their letter F.No. 450/55/2008-
Cus. IV dated 23rd March, 2009,
on this subject.

Section 45 of the Customs
Act, 1962 mandates that all
imported goods unloaded in a
customs area shall remain in the
custody of persons approved by
the Commissioner of Customs
until they are cleared. By Finance
Act, 2008, a new sub-section
was introduced in section 141 of
the Customs Act. This new sub-
section reads as follows. "(2) The
imported or export goods may be
received, stored, delivered,
dispatched or otherwise handled
in a customs area in such
manner as may be prescribed
and the responsibilities of
persons engaged in the
aforesaid activities shall be as
may be prescribed" The
regulations under reference have
been issued in pursuance of this
sub-section and under section
157 of the Customs Act.

The Regulations defines
'Customs Cargo Services
Provider' as 'any person
responsible for receipt, storage,
delivery, dispatch or otherwise
handling of imported goods and
export goods and includes a
custodian as referred in section
45 of the Act and persons as
referred to in sub-section (2) of
section 141 of the said Act' These
regulations apply to the handling
of imported and export goods in
customs area as specified under
section 8 of the Customs Act.

Regulation 4 stipulates that
the already approved custodians
will have to comply with the
conditions of these regulations
within a period of 3 months or
such period not exceeding a
period of one year as the
Commissioner may allow from
the date of coming into force of
these regulations.

The conditions mentioned in
Regulation 5 are as follows. The
custodians have to provide, (i)

infrastructure, equipment and
adequate manpower for loading,
unloading, stacking, handling,
stuffing and de-stuffing of
containers, storage, dispatch and
delivery of containers and cargo
etc., including (a) standard
pavement for heavy duty
equipment for use in the
operational and stacking area; (b)
building for customs office,
Customs Electronic Data
Interchange (EDI) Service Centre
and user agencies with basic
amenities and facilities; (c)
storage facility, separately for
imported, export and
transshipment goods; (d) gate
complex with separate entry and
exit; (e) adequate parking space
for vehicles; (f) boundary wall; (g)
internal service roads; (h)
electronic weigh-bridge and other
weighing and measuring devices;
(i) computerized system for
location and accountal of goods
and processing of documents; (j)
adequate air-conditioned space
and power back up, hardware,
networking and other equipment
for secure connectivity with the
Customs Authorised system; and
for exchange of information
between Customs Community
partners; (k) facilities for auction,
including by e-auction, for
disposal of uncleared, unclaimed
or abandoned cargo; (l) facilities
for installation of scanning
equipment; (m) security and
access control to prohibit
unauthorized access into the
premises; and (n) such other
facilities as the Commissioner of
Customs may specify having
regard to the custody and
handling of imported or export
goods in a customs area. Other
conditions are that, there shall be
safe, secure and spacious
premises for loading, unloading
and storing of the cargo, and
examination of the cargo;
insurance for an amount equal to
the average value of the goods
likely to be stored.

crore were settled in the
current fiscal, as against just
414 claims (Rs 15 crore) dur-
ing the last fiscal 2007-08.

Similarly, 1.47 lakh (1,331
crore) duty drawback claims
were disposed of in the current
fiscal, registering a 47 per cent
increase over last year (1.18
lakh claims, Rs 905 crore), Mr
Chander elaborated.

This fiscal, due to the intro-
duction of refund of Special
Additional Duty, there was a
heavy inflow of refund claims.

A total of 2,264 claims
were received, but due to the
special efforts made by the
Department, the overall pen-
dency has been brought
down to a mere 199, he
pointed out.

Mr Chander said the dis-
posal of drawback claims in-
cluded a study to identify the
various reasons for the rising
pendency.

This included non-filing/in-
complete filing of export gen-

eral manifest (EGM) by
steamer agents and non-pro-
duction of bank realisation
certificates by exporters.

Besides, even the Air Cus-
toms settled duty drawback
claims worth Rs 121 crore this
fiscal, as compared with Rs

92 crore in the last fiscal
(2007-08), amounting to a 31
per cent increase.

Duty refunds at Air Cus-
toms totalled Rs 40 crore,
compared with Rs 11 crore
earlier, Mr Chander ex-
plained.
