CUSTODIANS TO COMPLY WITH
STRINGENT CONDITIONSMr. N. Rajagopalan  IRS

Part 2
The recently notified

regulations prescribe the
conditions and responsibilities to
be fulfilled by the custodians of
the imported goods, export
goods, and goods meant for
transshipment, vide regulation 5
and 6 of the Handling of Cargo
in Customs Area Regulations.
2009. The CBEC have clarified
in their circular No.13/2009-cus
dated 23.03.09 that, Customs
Cargo Service Provider, CCSP,
in short, would cover all persons
operating in a customs area and
engaged in the handling of
import/export goods, including
persons like fork lift or material
handling equipment operators,
etc., working on behalf of the
custodians, consolidators, break
bulk agents and others handling
such cargo in a customs area.
This would cover ICDs, LCSs,
CFSs also, but not Major ports
and AAI. The customs bonded
warehouses or the warehoused
goods are also not subject to
these provisions. It is further
clarified that, while the conditions
under regulation 5 would not
apply to those persons who only
provide certain services on their
own or on behalf of the
custodians, the responsibilities
specified under regulation 6 have
to be fulfilled by the custodians,
as well as persons providing
services.

CCSP has to bear the cost of
the customs officers posted in
their premises, on cost recovery
basis, at such rates and in the
manner prescribed by the
Commissioner of Customs,
unless exempted. Further, he
has to execute a bond equal to
the average amount of duty
involved on the imported goods
and ten percent of the value of
export goods likely to be stored
in the customs area during a
period of 30 days and furnish
bank guarantee or cash deposit
equal to ten percent of such duty.
This condition does not apply to
the Central Government or State
Governments or their
undertakings. In view of this

specific exclusion, minor ports
and other such establishments
set up by the Central or State
governments need not execute
bond or furnish cash deposit. A
separate bond for 10% of the
value of export goods with a bank
guarantee of 10% of the bond
value has to furnished, in respect
of the export goods transported
from the customs area to any
other customs area for export or
transshipment, as the case may
be. It may be noted that there is
no exemption to anyone from
furnishing this bond and bank
guarantee. The result is that any
custodian even if established by
the Central or State government
or their undertakings will have to
comply with this condition. For
example, if CWC receives cargo
for export, they must also
execute the bond and furnish
bank guarantee.

In their circular No.13/2009-
Customs dated, 23rd March,
2009 the CBEC have clarified
that sufficient discretion is
available to the Commissioner of
Customs to decide on the nature
of infrastructure and equipments
required to be installed at the
premises of CCSP. What is
important is to ensure that all the
facilities/equipments provided in
the customs area are sufficient
to handle the work smoothly
without any delay and hindrance.
The commissioner is required to
take into account the nature and
volume of work handled in any
customs area approved by him
and also make sure that the
CCSP provides all facilities, like
man power, equipments,
scanning machines, and others
listed in regulation 5; the main aim
is to make the passage of the
goods through the customs area
without any hassles. In order to
achieve this, the Commissioner
can lay down certain general
standards or requirements such
as height of boundary wall,
quantum and specifications of
material handling and other
equipments etc.,

The Commissioner of

customs is empowered to relax
any of the conditions specified in
regulation 5 if he is satisfied that
CCSP is unable to comply with
any of the conditions for reasons
beyond his control. Before
relaxing the condition, the
Commissioner must record the
reasons as to why he is relaxing
the condition. The Board have
instructed that commissioners
must examine each individual
case and exercise this power
carefully.

The regulations require the
CCSP to provide facilities for
customs EDI systems. This
means that CCSP will undertake
Civil and electrical work, provide
air-conditioned office space,
cabins, furniture, power back-up
facilities, hardware, networking
and secure connectivity to
customs data centres for
customs officers and service
centres specified by customs. In
providing this, the technical
specifications prescribed by the
DG, Systems of the CBEC will
have to be followed. The above
instructions are only reiteration of
the instructions contained in
Board's circular No.94/2003-cus
dated 31.10.2003, wherein, in
addition, the Board have
instructed that the networking
(LAN including active and
passive components, any kind of
cabling), communication
equipments, UPSs, PCs, dumb
terminals, printers and other
peripherals would be provided by
the customs. The annual
maintenance of these items will
be borne by the respective
agency providing the items.
These instructions will also apply
in the present context.

R e s p o n s i b i l i t i e s .
Regulation 6 stipulates the
responsibilities cast on the
CCSP. These responsibilities
have been specified with a view
to achieve expeditious clearance
of cargo, reduction in dwell time,
transaction cost and safeguard
revenue.
