New Mangalore Port:
I 0rowth in cargo handling

Mangalore, April 12

New Mangalore Port has
handled 36.69 million tonnes
of cargo traffic in 2008-09, as
against 36.02 million tonnes
in 2007-08, a growth of 1.86
per cent. This is the highest
guantity of cargo handled at
the Port so far. The number
of vessels handled during
2008-09 also increased to
1,184, from 1,144 vessels
handled during 2007-08, a
New Mangalore Port Trust
(NMPT) release said.

Container traffic shot up by
33.06 per cent by handling a
record 28,555 TEUSs, as
against 21,460 TEUs in 2007-
08. Besides containers, the
growth in traffic was due to the
increased handling of cargoes
like fertiliser (8.84 per cent),
coal (14.07 per cent), LPG
(8.65 per cent), limestone (9.9
per cent), iron ore fines (17.98
per cent), maize (95.82 per
cent), cement (25.23 per cent)
and edible oil (27.19 per cent),
the release added.

Evergreen to Upgrade China-
U.S. West Coast Service

Taiwan, April 12

Evergreen Line announced
plans to upgrade its China-
South U.S. West Coast-China
Service (CPS) and Asia-U.S.
East Coast Service (AUE)
with improved transit times on
the route. The Taiwan-based
carrier said the CPS, calling
Xingang, Qingdao, Shanghai,
Ningbo, Los Angeles, Oak-
land and Xingang, will now
offer a transit time of 12 days
from Shanghai to Los Ange-
les.

The first vessel in the re-
vised schedule will be the
6,332-TEU Hatsu Envoy, ex-

pected to sail from Xingang on
April 18.

The AUE Service, provid-
ing direct coverage between
Asia and the U.S. East Coast,
will offer a transit time of 24
days between Yantian and
Savannah.

The existing AUE rotation
is Taipei, Hong Kong, Yantian,
Kaohsiung, Colon, Savannah,
New York, Baltimore, Colon,
and Taipei.

The first sailing operating
with the upgraded schedule will
be served by the 4,211-TEU
Ever Diamond, expected to
depart from Taipei on April 24.

NTPC to up coal imports to 15 mt

New Delhi, April 12

India's largest utility, NTPC
Ltd, plans to up coal imports
to 15 million tonnes (mt) by
2012 to meet demand at its
coal-fired plants, in line with
the projected expansion in the
generation capacity. "We ex-
pect our coal requirements to
rise to 225 mt by the year
2012," chairman and manag-
ing director R S Sharma said
here on Wednesday, adding
that the utility plans to meet
the requirements through cap-

tive production and imports.

NTPC imported 5 mt last fis-
cal against a target of 8.2 mt.

Domestic supplies of coal
from Coal India Ltd are ex-
pected to fall short of the
company's requirements at
195 mt, thus prompting NTPC
to look at other avenues of
sourcing fuel. Apart from the
imports, the company intends
to mine 15 mt of coal by 2012
from the captive coal blocks
allocated to it by the govern-
ment.
