Duty-free sugar imports
may be continued

New Delhi, May 20

The new Union govern-
ment is likely to continue
duty-free imports of raw
sugar well beyond August 1
to augment supplies and
keep prices in check. Pur-
chases may be allowed at
least until October, indi-
cated a government official.

Sugar producers have
also indicated that a short-
fall in cane supplies may
persist in the new season
starting October 1, Mr Vinay
Kumar, Managing Director
of the National Federation
of Cooperative Sugar Fac-
tories, said.

In April, the government
permitted duty-free imports
of raw sugar until August 1,
for processing and domes-
tic sale to meet any short-
age. Still, purchases by the
government may total less
than the forecast of 3 mil-
lion tonnes, because mills
may run out of bagasse, the
fuel used to generate

power for their plants by the
time the sugar arrives, Mr
Kumar explained.

In fact, the new govern-
ment may even allow pri-
vate traders to import
800,000 tonnes of sugar
duty free. The Commerce
Ministry had reportedly

asked the Food Ministry to
allow private sector partici-

pation in the import of re-
fined sugar at zero duty,
since the public sector un-
dertakings (PSUs) had ex-
pressed their inability to
meet the targeted 1 million
tonnes of imports by August
1, a senior government of-
ficial explained.

The Commerce Ministry
wants 800,000 tonnes to be
imported by the private trad-
ers since the PSUs said they
could import only 200,000
tonnes of refined white
sugar. As of now, PSUs
have contracted to import
around 50,000 tonnes for
delivery by the end of June.

Forex reserves swell by $4 bn

Mumbai, May 20
Foreign exchange
(forex) reserves rose by
$4.2 billion to total $255.9
billion for the week ended
May 8, the weekly statisti-
cal supplement released by
the Reserve Bank of India
(RBI) has showed.

Foreign currency assets
increased by $4.01 billion to
$245.5 billion, while gold
reserves were held at $9.23
billion, RBI elaborated.

On a year-on-year ba-
sis, the reserves have fallen
by $56.8 billion in 2008
when compared to 2007.
