pretty much a people's story, says its Ex-
ecutive Chairman, Mr Christian Leysen,
while commenting about the company's
eventual 100 years of journey.

Looking back, it was in May 1909 that
Ahlers was formed in Antwerp, Belgium,
as an agent for German shipping line DDG
Hansa, which had been founded as a chal-
lenger to the then dominant British fleet
and whose main trade activities were in
the Persian Gulf and India.

The company offers a wide range of
total solutions to the trades which in-
cludes recruiting manpower to door-to-
door logistics business besides operat-
ing as an agent for ship owners with in-
terests in Asia, Europe, CIS/Baltic
states. The company is also involved in
the shipping of rolling stock and steel,

ro-ro project cargoes and conventional tonnage.
And it was in 2004 that Ahlers India was launched

as a 100 per cent subsidiary of Ahlers.
It was this connection to India since even the

company's inception, and of course its important place in
Ahlers' overall scheme of things, that had prompted the

company to hold its second (after Antwerp) in a series of
centenary celebrations in key regions, here, pointed out
Mr Christian Leysen, Executive Chairman of Ahlers.

Interacting with the media, along with Mr Luc Maton,
General Manager, Agencies & International Forward-
ing, and Mr Shibu John, Managing Director of Ahlers
India, Mr Leysen highlighted that Ahlers had grown into
a niche player offering a variety of services in key
markets. These included crewing and technical man-
agement, certified training around the world, agency

If a person qualifies only in his fourth (last) chance/attempt in
the written examination, he will get only one chance for oral examination linked to the written
examination.

3. On qualifying in the said examination (written and oral) an employee of the CHA will become
eligible to hold a power of attorney on behalf of his CHA licence.

4. All Custom House Agents are therefore directed to submit a list/application of their present
employee who are eligible along with their Photo Identity and willing to appear for the above
said Written Examination. The date of examination will be intimated in due course.

5. ELIGIBILITY FOR CATEGORY ‘G’ EXAMINATION:
a) An employee/director/partner holding provisional (temporary) Custom passes in form ‘H’ and

who have passed 10+2 or equivalent Exam.
b) An employee/director/partner holding Permanent Custom Pass and who have passed 10+2 or

equivalent Exam and who desire to have Power of Attorney.
