The export promotion
schemes, while allowing duty
free procurement of goods for
use and export, also cast an
obligation to achieve minimum
prescribed level of export obli-
gation. Broadly, the export pro-
motion schemes are divided
into (i) Duty exemption
schemes, and (ii) Duty remis-
sion schemes. The former con-
sists of Duty Free Import
Authorisation (DFIA) and Ad-
vance Authorisation schemes;
while the latter consists of
DEPB and Drawback schemes.
The DEPB and Drawback
schemes gets the benefit after
exports, in the form of DEPB
Scrip, which can be used for
payment of duty on imports, and
reimbursement of the duty suf-
fered by the export goods, by way
of cash refund, at a prescribed
rate. There is no corresponding
condition to fulfill any percentage
of exports, since, the benefit it-
self is earned only after exports.
On the other hand, under the duty
exemption schemes, the goods
are allowed to be imported free
of duty, subject to achieving pre-
scribed export obligation.

Export obligation means
obligation to export the finished
products, manufactured out of
product or products obtained by
authorization or permission in
terms of quantity or value or
both, as prescribed in the au-
thorization/scheme. The extent
of obligation varies from
scheme to scheme. The Ad-
vance Authorisation and DFIA
schemes prescribe a value ad-
dition, namely, Value Addition=
(A-B/B) X 100, where A is the
FOB value of exports realized/
FOR value of supplies received
and B is the CIF value of inputs
covered by the authorization,
and any other imported mate-
rial used on which benefit of

drawback is claimed. The value
addition must be achieved in 24
months and the period com-
mences from the date of autho-
rization. However, this period is
different in case of supplies to
projects/turn key projects in In-
dia/abroad under deemed ex-
port category. In these cases, the
period is co-terminus with the
contract period. Export Promo-
tion Capital Goods scheme fixes
the obligation in multiples of the
customs duty saved, which has
to be achieved in the proportion
spread over the number of years
given in the policy/customs no-
tification. This obligation is over
and above the average level of
exports achieved in preceding 3
licensing years. Under Export
Oriented Unit and SEZ
schemes, there should be net
positive foreign exchange earn-
ing. NFE=A-B>0, where A is the
FOB value of exports, while B is
the CIF value of imports. This
has to be earned over a block
period of 5 years.

Thus fulfillment of export
obligation is a condition upon
which the benefit of these
schemes can be derived. Any
failure to comply with this very
important condition may result
in forfeiting the duty. Duty has
to be paid along with interest.
Besides, penal conse-
quences, both under the For-
eign Trade (Development and
Regulations) Act, 1992 and
customs law will also follow.

A vital question will arise as
to who is competent to decide
whether the export obligation
has been fulfilled or not. The
doubt arises because, the cus-
toms authorities who adminis-
ter the customs law will have to
be satisfied that the conditions
of the exemption notifications
have been fulfilled and in case
of failure, they would like to take
action, as required. In case they
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have any doubt, or as a result of
investigation, conclude that the
export obligation has not been
achieved, can they proceed to
take action? The position re-
mained ambiguous, until the
matter was clarified. It is now
settled that the final authority to
decide, whether export obliga-
tion has been fulfilled or not is
the officers of DGFT; customs
authorities are bound by the de-
cision of the DGFT or the Re-
gional Authorities of DGFT in this
regard. In the context of EPCG
scheme, the Delhi Bench of the
Appellate Tribunal has held that
as per the circular no. 25/2003-
Cus dated 1.4.2003 issued by
the CBEC, the job of monitoring
the export obligation rested with
the DGFT authorities and
hence the certificate given by
them should be normally ac-
cepted, vide the judgment re-
ported in 2009 (236) E.L.T. 104
(Tri.-Del). In another order, the
Chennai Bench has similarly
held that the customs authori-
ties cannot refuse to accept the
discharge certificate issued by
the officers of DGFT on the
ground that it was against the
provisions in the customs no-
tification. See 2007 (211) E.L.T.
580 (Tri-Chennai). The point to
be noted here is that the offic-
ers of DGFT are alone compe-
tent to decide whether the ex-
port obligation is fulfilled or not,
and the customs cannot ques-
tion the same. At the same time,
it must be established that the
exports were made by using
the goods procured for that
purpose, since, actual user
condition is attached to the
goods. If the obligation is ful-
filled using the materials other
than the ones procured free of
duty, then also, it will not
amount to fulfilling export obli-
gation condition.
