The Customs Act 1962,
Act, in short, mandates decla-
ration of correct value of the
goods imported, as well as
those tendered for export.
Sub-section (4) of section 46
of the Act requires the importer
to subscribe to a declaration
as to the truth of the contents
in the bill of entry filed for clear-
ance of the imported goods. In
support of such declaration,
the invoice relating to the im-
ported goods shall be pro-
duced to the proper officer of
customs, for purposes of as-
sessment. If the declaration
made in the bill of entry is
found to be incorrect in any
material particulars, then ac-
tion is likely to be taken against
the offending goods, and
against the importer, for mis-
declaration. Determination of
the correctness of the declared
value is particularly important,
where the rate of duty is on
advalorem basis. Because, the
amount of duty is directly de-
pendent on the value. Section
14 of the Act and Customs
Valuation (Determination of
value of Imported Goods),
Rules, 2007, Rules, in short,
govern the provisions relating
to the determination of the
price of the imported goods.
The Rules have replaced the
erstwhile Customs Valuation
Rules, 1988.

Rule 11 of the Rules pre-
scribes that the importer or his
agent shall furnish a declara-
tion disclosing full and accurate
details relating to the value of
the imported goods; it further
states that if the proper officer
of customs considers neces-
sary, then the importer has to
submit information or docu-
ments, including invoice of the
manufacturer, where the im-
ports are not directly from the
manufacturer of the imported
goods, to enable the proper of-
ficer determine the value of the
goods in question. The proper
officer must be satisfied as to
the correctness of the declared

value. He is free to ask for any
clarifications, documents etc.,
in order to satisfy himself that
the declared value is correct. It
may thus be noted that even in
respect of used capital goods,
the proper officer can ask for
the invoice from the manufac-
turer of the goods, though, the
importer may find it difficult to
get, especially when he is pur-
chasing from a dealer in sec-
ond hand goods, after a con-
siderable length of time, from
the date of manufacture. The
emphasis is on declaration of
the 'transaction value, that is,
the price paid or payable for the
goods. It is the primary duty of
the proper officer of customs to
satisfy that the declared value
represents the transaction
value. In order to determine the
same, he can seek any infor-
mation, documents, invoice
etc., After scrutiny of the same
and also consideration of rep-
resentation, if any from the im-
porter, the proper officer can
accept the declared value and
proceed with the assessment.
In case, he still has any doubts
or suspicion, then he has to
reject the transaction value, giv-
ing reasons for the same. Thus,
the first and important step is
the rejection of transaction
value by giving valid grounds
for the same. Mere suspicion
is not enough. In fact, Rule 12
of the Rules states that the
Rules do not provide any
method to determine the value
of the imported goods; but it
provides a mechanism for re-
jection of the declared value.
Clause (iii) of this rule gives the
circumstances under which the
proper officer may entertain
suspicion of the correctness of
the declared value. This is an
inclusive clause, meaning that
the circumstances stated
therein are not exhaustive, but
illustrative. Accordingly, for the
proper officer to suspect the
declared value, some or any of
the circumstances stated in this
clause must be present, and he
must keep a note of the same,

as proof to entertain doubts
over the declared value. The
grounds could be even beyond
what is stated in clause (iii) ibid,
but must be relevant. So, the
first step in establishing cases
of under-valuation, is entertain-
ing suspicion based on valid
grounds, some of them being
those found in clause (iii) of rule
12 of the Rules; the second
step would be to call for docu-
ments, information etc., the
third step is to discard these
evidences on valid grounds; the
fourth step lies in rejection of
the declared value. These
steps must be scrupulously fol-
lowed; otherwise, any decision
on the value would not stand
the scrutiny of law. Once it is
found that the declared value
does not represent the trans-
action value, then steps must
be taken to determine the value
of the goods, by proceeding
sequentially from rules 4 to 9
of the Rules. In so determining
the value, the definitions, and
meanings given in section 14
of the Act, and in the Rules play
a great role. In interpretation of
the Rules, one must be guided
by the Interpretative Notes,
which forms part of the Rules,
being appended as a Schedule
to the Rules.

With all the above men-
tioned provisions, determina-
tion of the correctness of the
declared value in respect of
second-hand goods poses dif-
ficulties, leading to exchange of
correspondences, investigation
and so on, and ultimate delay
in their clearance. The nature
of goods is the main reason,
because, comparison is not
possible. At the same time, the
vast difference in price between
the new goods of the same va-
riety, description and make and
the old ones triggers the suspi-
cion.
