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RBI ensures easier credit flow to exporters
New Delhi, December 3

As part of the liquidity man-
agement and steps on improv-
ing the credit flow to export-
ers, the Reserve Bank of In-
dia (RBI) has doubled the pe-
riod of entitlement of the first
slab of post-shipment rupee
export credit to 180 days and
allowed banks to avail liquid-
ity support from it to accom-
modate the funding needs of
housing finance companies.

RBI, in a statement said, in
view of the difficulties being
faced by exporters on account
of the weakening of external
