According to Mr Dalip
Kumar, Head of Projects with
the thinktank National Council
for Applied Economic Research
(NCAER), the government has
to ensure that its fiscal and mon-
etary policies ensure confi-
dence in the economy.

"We are exporting more
and importing less. We are
losing rupees, but gaining
little foreign currency. Our
economy can revive only if we
bridge the import-export gap,"
he cautioned.

Ratings agency Moody's
also said that the bottom of the
global financial crisis was still
far from sight. This was a huge

concern to exporters across
Asia, including India, which
depended heavily on demand
in the US and Europe.

"India's export perfor-
mance is expected to be
lacklustre for the rest of this
year and also much of 2009,
as consumers and busi-
nesses around the world
have cut back on expendi-
ture," said Mr Sherman Chan,
an economist with Moody's
Economy.com.

According to the Associ-
ated Chambers of Com-
merce and Industry
(Assocham), slowing exter-
nal orders will hurt local
manufacturers, which will, in
turn, curb job creation. "The
increasing decline in exports
would mean slashing of jobs.
The government should roll

out a package in terms of in-
centives to bail out exporters,"
said Mr D. S. Rawat, Secre-
tary-General of the Chamber.

According to Mr Joshi, the
global slowdown in general,
and the US recession in par-
ticular, has also discouraged
inflows from foreign institutional
investors to India, who had oth-
erwise been driving up equities
in the last several years.

"Foreign funds have with-
drawn over $10 billion since

April. They could withdraw
more funds if the slowdown
continues for a longer period,"
he said, adding such institu-
tions were facing redemption
pressures back home.

Moody's opined that any
government assistance to
struggling exporters was only
a "band-aid" solution as the
root problem was recession
in most parts of the advanced
world that had made con-
sumption sluggish.
