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The service sector is growing steadily, covering a wide
range of field.  The government pays attention to exports
from all sectors, with a view to increase the share of our
products in the international markets. The export promotional
measures attempt to tap all avenues, realizing that, exports,
in turn, create employment opportunities. Promotion of ex-
ports is no longer only with a view to earn foreign exchange;
but is seen as a driving force in employment generation.
The infra structure facilities is also bound to go up, besides
modernization of the technology and machinery. They in turn
will help building up the capacities for enhanced produc-
tion. Service sector has the immense potential to cater to
the demand in the local and foreign markets. There are a
number of areas where the expertise and talents possessed
by the professionals in our country will easily match that of
anybody in any other country. As a measure to boost the
export of services, certain incentive in the form of duty credit
scrip is given, under a scheme known as, Served From In-
dia Scheme. (SFIS). This is yet another scheme included
under export promotional measure schemes. The duty credit
scrip earned under this scheme, can be used to import capital
goods, consumables and other items required by the appli-
cant, and which are freely importable, without payment of
duty in cash, but by debit of the duty credit scrip.

Appendix 10 of the Hand book of Procedures-Vol I, con-
tains the list of services eligible for the benefit of this scheme.
The eligible services are given under broad categories, such
as, Business Services; Research and Development serv-
ices; Real Estate services; Rental/Leasing services without
operators; Communication services; Construction and Related
Engineering services; Educational services; Environment
services; Financial services and so on. Under each of the
above broad category, names of specific services are included.
For instance, under 'other business services', Advertising,
management consulting service etc are given. The list of serv-
ices covered under this appendix is quite exhaustive.

All service providers (except hotels, restaurants and other
service providers in the tourism sector) are eligible to get
duty credit scrip equal to 10% of the free foreign exchange
earned during the preceding financial year. Whereas, stand
alone restaurants are entitled to 10% of the free foreign
exchange earned during the preceding financial year, ho-
tels of 1 star and above category and heritage hotels, and
service providers in the tourism sector approved by the De-
partment of Tourism will get 5%. Hotels, golf resorts and

stand alone restaurants having catering facility can import
food items and alcoholic beverages under the category of
consumables. The duty credit scrip and the items imported
using the duty credit scrip are subject to actual user condi-
tion, that is, the person in whose name the duty credit scrip
is issued, has to use it himself. Apart from capital goods,
consumables, office equipment, office furniture required for
the business of the applicant can be imported, provided there
is no restriction/prohibition on their imports. Since the scheme
permits import related to the business of the applicant, natu-
rally, there must be some nexus between the imports and
the business.

The holder of the duty credit scrip can source the goods
from the private or public bonded warehouses licensed by
the customs. The duty credit scrips are valid for 24 months
from the date of issue. No revalidation will be allowed. The
other general conditions discussed under FPS/FMS schemes
are common to all the promotion schemes, including the SFIS.

In order to get the duty credit scrip, the free foreign ex-
change must be earned by export of services. Foreign ex-
change remittances such as, equity or debt participation,
donations, receipts of repayments of loans, and any other
earnings not related to rendering of services will not be
counted for grant of the duty credit scrip. A few other ineligi-
ble remittances are listed in paragraph 3.18.1 of the Hand
book of Procedures.

Exemption to goods imported under this scheme is avail-
able in terms of customs notification no. 92/2004-cus dt.
10.9.2004, as amended from time to time.

The conditions prescribed in this notification are that the
certificate is issued to the service provider by the Regional
Authority of DGFT; that the certificate is produced for debit at
the time of clearance; that the certificate and the goods im-
ported are not transferable, but to be used by the importer;
that the imports take place through the ports/airport/land cus-
toms station listed in the notification; that in respect of the
capital goods, office equipment, and professional equipment,
a certificate from the jurisdictional Assistant Commissioner/
Deputy Commissioner of Central Excise or independent Char-
tered Engineer is produced as proof of installation and use
in the importer's factory or premises within 6 months from
the date of imports or within such extended time as the AC/
