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While the schemes like Visesh Krishi and Gram Udyog
Yojana, Focus Market Scheme, Focus Product Scheme, and
Served From India Schemes enable the exporters to get
duty credit scrip at a fixed percentage, after the exports and
realization of the sale proceeds, the Duty Exemption Scheme
allows duty free import of the inputs required for export pro-
duction. In the latter case, no duty is paid on the inputs at
the time of import; such inputs required for manufacture/
production of the export products are allowed prior to ex-
ports. Thus, the exporter is able to save some finance and
need not lock it up by way of payment of duty. To this extent,
the pressure on financial resources are lessened, having a
bearing on the cost of the product. The Advance Authorisa-
tion and Duty Free Import Authorisation schemes fall under
this category, namely, Duty Exemption Scheme. However,
there are two main conditions: (i) the inputs are subject to
actual user condition, and (ii) there shall be value addition
on the export product.

The inputs must form an integral part of the export prod-
uct. Items such as fuel, oil, energy, catalysts, which are con-
sumed/utilized during the process of manufacture or in get-
ting the export product, are also allowed to be imported un-
der this scheme. In respect of certain goods, as per the trade
practice, spares are to be supplied with the goods
mandatorily. Hence, mandatory spares up to 10% of the CIF
value of Authorisation which are required to be supplied with
the finished product are allowed under this scheme.

The quantity of imports allowed is determined by refer-
ence to Standard Input Output Norms, SION. In case for
any export product, there is no norm found or fixed in the
schedule of SION, then, the Advance Authorisation can be
obtained based on Adhoc Norms or self declared norms. If
the exporter wishes to get the Advance Authorisation based
on his self declaration, then he has also to furnish an un-
dertaking, undertaking to abide by the Adhoc norms/SION
when fixed by the Norms Committee, and for adjustment
thereon. This facility of obtaining the authorization based
on self declaration is not available for import of certain items,
mainly agricultural products, like vegetables, oil seeds, ce-
reals, spices, edible oils and so on. Similarly import of horn,
hoof, and any other organ of animals not permitted to be
imported under Advance Authorisation based on self de-
clared norms.

Another facility under this scheme is that the authoriza-
tion can be obtained by even a merchant exporter. It is not
that only the actual manufacturer can avail this scheme. A
merchant exporter tied up with a supporting manufacturer
can also apply for Advance Authorisation. In the same fash-
ion, for execution of specified projects, the sub-contractor
can also avail the benefit of this scheme, provided his name
figures in the main contract. Some of the specified projects
are: power projects and refineries; nuclear power projects.

The Advace Authorisation can be availed for production/
manufacture of intermediate products, and for supplies, which
fall under the category of deemed exports. Some of the sup-
plies which fall under this category are: supplies to Export
Oriented Units/Software Technology Parks/ Electronic Hard-
ware Technology Parks/ Bio-Technology Parks; supply of
capital goods to holders of authorization under Export Pro-
motion Capital Goods scheme; supply of goods to projects
financed by multi-lateral or bi-lateral agencies/funds notified
by the Department of Economic Affairs; supply of goods to
power projects and refineries; supply of goods to projects
funded by U N agencies; supply of 'stores' on board of for-
eign going vessels/aircrafts, subject to the condition that there
is specific SION in respect of items supplied.

Exports of the final products shall be physical exports;
exports to SEZ is also counted as exports, and authorization
can be taken for effecting supplies to SEZ. The value addi-
tion is calculated using the formula V.A= A - B divided by B,
and multiplied by 100, where A is the FOB value of the ex-
port realized/FOR value of the supply received; and B is the
CIF value of inputs covered by the authorization, plus any
other imported materials used on which benefit of drawback
is claimed. The exporters can make use of this scheme, even
when some or all the goods are supplied free of cost by the
foreign supplier. In such cases, the value addition will be
calculated by taking a notional value of free of cost inputs.

Advance Authorisation are issued on the annual require-
ment basis as well. Exports can be made in anticipation of
the Advance Authorisation. For purpose of correlation, the
EDI generated file number must be mentioned in the ship-
ping bill and other shipping documents. If the application for
the authorization is accepted, then the exports made with
the file number as mentioned above will be considered to-
wards exports.
