Highways Development

Programme (NHDP), the Gov-
ernment had approved the con-
struction of stand alone ring
roads, bypasses, grid separa-
tors, flyovers, elevated roads,
tunnels, road over bridge, un-
derpasses, service roads, etc.
in the Public Private Partner-
ship (PPP) mode under NHDP
Phase-VII. Chennai Port has
experienced a steady increase
in the volume of traffic handled
over the years, which in turn
has increased the traffic on the
internal roads of the Port. Pres-
ently, because of traffic restric-
tions on movement of heavy ve-
hicles on NH-4 within Chennai
City, the traffic cannot approach
Gate No.10 and has to take a
circuitous route to approach
Gate No.1 with additional travel
length of 23 km.

Based on the studies, a
scheme of modernisation of
Chennai Port was drawn up
and as a part of it, the work of
upgrading and expanding the
road and railway network within
the Port is being executed in a
phased manner to facilitate
smooth handling of the in-
creased volume of traffic inside
the port. The Second Container
Terminal in Dr. Ambedkar Dock
with a rated capacity of 1 mil-
lion TEUs per annum is likely

to be operational by March,
2009 and will further increase
the volume of road traffic from
the Port. This aspect coupled
with the increasing volume of
cars being handled by the Port
from the Western belt around
Sriperumbudur makes it im-
perative for a dedicated road
connectivity to be established
from Gate No.10.

The Government of Tamil
Nadu has also agreed to the
alignment of this elevated road
and also to carry out the land
acquisition, rehabilitation and
resettlement on a 50:50 cost
basis between the Chennai
Port Trust and Government of
Tamil Nadu. The Chennai Port
Trust will initially bear the en-
tire cost and subsequently
50% of the cost reimbursed
from the Government of Tamil
Nadu. The project will provide
an all-time road without any
traffic regulatory obstacles so
that Port can be approached
directly from the outskirts of
Chennai City without interfer-
ing the city traffic.

The proposed elevated road
provides an all time road for
Port based traffic from West
(NH-4) and South (NH-45). The
elevated road starts near Gate
No.10 of Chennai Port,
traverses along Cooum River
Bank upto Koyambedu uses

Koyambedu interchange under
construction (Junction of NH-4
with IRR) and again rises as an
elevated road near Koyambedu
market after the proposal cross-
ing of Metro Rail and ends at
Maduravoyal (Junction of NH-4
with Chennai Bypass) of total
length of 19 km. For general traf-
fic, entry/exit ramps are pro-
posed on Kamarajar Salai (Exit),
Sivananda Salai (Entry), College
Road (Entry) and Spur Tank
Road( Exit).

The project will be given on
Design, Build, Finance, Operate
& Transfer (DBFOT) basis and
the concession period is consid-
ered 15 years in accordance
with the design capacity of the
highways. The project cost is
Rs.1530 crores including the
total cost of land acquisition, re-

habilitation and resettlement of
Rs.3.10 crores. The Govern-
ment will provide only the vi-
ability gap funding, which
would not exceed 40% of the
total project cost.

The elevated road project
integrates well with the facilities
already under construction
(Koyambedu Interchange and
Maduravoyal Interchange/
Chennai Bypass). This el-
evated road along at-grade NH-
4 provides an 8-lane facility
along with service roads on ei-
ther side in congested 4 km
stretch of Koyambedu-
Maduravoyal. The user fee
rates based on the cost of the
structure would be as per new
Toll Rules. The project is ex-
pected to be completed within
a period of three years.

worth more than Rs 2,000
crore remaining stuck at the
Chennai container terminal.
More import containers have
been piling up everyday. Around
6,626 TEUs (5,946Teus of im-
ports and 680 Teus of exports)
were waiting to be moved out
at the Chennai Container Ter-
minal. If the containers are not
cleared immediately then there
will be delays and vessel turn-
around would be longer than

usual.
According to CFOs group

the disruption in service has
caused them a heavy loss and
the vessel operator have no
other option except to withdraw
its services if the problem is not
resolved at the earliest.

Commenting on this issue
an official of Chennai Port
Trust said that if the strike con-
tinues, the container terminal
is likely to run out of space in a
couple of days, which could
lead to ships berthing at other
ports like Tuticorin.

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Advance Authorisation is available to meet the annual re-
quirements. Any eligible exporter desirous of availing this fa-
cility can apply for the Advance Authorisation for Annual re-
quirement. Such exporters who have exported in the past pre-
ceding 2 years are alone eligible to apply. If found eligible,
the Advance Authorisation will be issued up to 300% of the
FOB value of physical exports/and or FOR value of deemed
exports in preceding licensing year or Rs. 1 Crore, whichever
is higher. This facility will enable the exporter to procure the
inputs at a discounted price, in case he places order for a
large quantity, based on the annual requirements; they can
choose to procure, when the prices are low; by procuring on
the annual requirement basis, their availability for manufac-
ture/production is assured; above all, the time and energy
spent on applying each time is saved.

The Advance Authorisation will specify (a) name and de-
scription of items allowed to be imported and exported/sup-
plied; (b) quantity of each item allowed for import, or value of
items allowed for import; (the quantity and value shall be sub-
ject to the SION norms of quantity and value of individual in-
puts); (c) aggregate CIF value of inputs; and (d) FOB/FOR value
and quantity of exports/supplies. The authorization will also
specify the port/airport/land customs station through which the
imports/exports have to take place. However, the Commissioner
of Customs, where the authorization is registered can permit
import/export through any other port/airport etc.

Before clearance of the goods, the authorization holder
has to execute a Bank Guarantee/LUT with customs authori-
ties. Where the exporter is desirous of sourcing the goods
locally, the bank guarantee/LUT shall be executed with the
Regional Authority of the D.G.F.T. vide the D.G.F.T. Public
Notice No. 62(RE-2008)/2004-09, dated 8.8.2008.

The Export Obligation (EO), as per the value addition
norms has to be fulfilled within 24 months from the date of
issue of the advance authorization. In other words, the clock
to fulfill the EO starts ticking from the date of issue of the
authorization. This time period will not apply for supplies to
projects/turn key projects in India/abroad under the deemed
exports category. In these cases, the time period is co-termi-
nus with the duration of the contract. That is, if the contract is
to be executed, say, in 3 years, the EO period is also 3 tears.
The EO has to be fulfilled within the above said period.

In case for any reason it is not possible to meet the dead
line, the exporter can seek extension to meet the export obli-
gation. The first extension upto a period of 6 months will be
allowed on payment of a fee at the rate of 2% of the duty saved
on the unutilized materials, imported under the authorization.
Another extension for another 6 months will be given on pay-
ment of the fees @ 5% of the duty saved on all the unutilized
imported items. It may be noted that the fees is calculated with
reference to unutilized imported items, and not with reference
to the entire imports.

In order to monitor the export performance and fulfillment of
EO, the exporter is required to submit in the prescribed format,
namely, ANF 4F, to the Regional Authority within 2 months of the
period of export obligation, proof of fulfillment of export obliga-
tion, duly supported by the following documents. In respect of
physical exports: (1) Bank certificate of exports and realization;
(2) EP copy of the shipping bills containing details of shipment
effected or bill of export in case of exports to SEZ; (3) A state-
ment of exports giving details of shipping bill-wise exports indi-
cating the shipping bill umber, date, FOB value as per shipping
bill and description of export product; (4) A statement of imports
indicating bill of entry wise items of imports, quantity of imports
and its CIF value. In respect of deemed exports, the documents
to be filed are: (1) A copy of the invoice or a statement of in-
voices duly signed by the unit receiving the material and their
jurisdictional excise authorities certifying the item of supply, its
quantity, value and date of supply; (2) payment certificate from
the project authority; (3) A statement of supplies giving details of
supply invoices and indicating the invoice number, date, FOR
value, as per invoices and description of the product; (4) A state-
ment of imports indicating bill of entry wise items of imports,
quantity of imports and their CIF value.

The customs notifications 93/2004-Cus., and 94/2004-Cus.,
both dated 10.9.2004, as amended, grants exemption from
customs duty, additional duty, safeguard duty and anti-dump-
ing duty for imports against Advance Authorisation and Ad-
vance Authorisation for Annual requirements respectively. As
per the explanation in these notifications, 'materials' means,
raw materials, components, intermediates, consumables, cata-
lysts, computer software and parts required for manufacture
of the resultant export products and mandatory spares upto
10% of the value of the authorization.
